RECOMMENDATION:

I recommend that the Council purchase insurance from EMC Insurance through Fouts Insurance LLC in the amounts of
$333,368 for the main policy, $3,362.00 for airport property insurance, and $4,828 for our Fire Department Insurance.

*Note: these amounts fluctuate throughout the year based on inventory, additions, deletions, etc.

BACKGROUND:

April 1st is our annual renewal on the City of Beloit insurance policy, EMC was late in the month of March getting us our
renewal documents. We did review the changes with Joel Fouts. Our insurance coverage is a constant work in progress
as we change equipment, review and adjust values, and discover uncovered items throughout the vear.

Staff did explore other insurance options in 2018, however at this time EMC is roughly the same cost. The City has a 35
year history with EMC, with one of the big differentiators being they are able to cover the power plant. The City did
switch to VFIS in 2017 for our Fire Department insurance which reduced the cost by roughly 50%.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

o Last year's premium {(main policy) was 326,205, 323,949.00 in 2019, 322,504.00 in 2018, 312,989.00 in 2017,
308,182.00 in 2016, $296,143.00 in 2015, $307,072.00 in 2014, and the 2013 premium was $299,437.00.

o Funding for this type of item will be taken out of the appropriate insurance line items in all departments.

» Typically in May of each year we get a dividend check which has averaged about $45,000 over the last 3 year period.
This could potentially drive the policy cost below $290,000. We will receive the next dividend check in late April or early
May.

e The largest line item on the policy is the power plant which commands a $129,796 premium

Ryznar index: Water is very aggressive, and corrosion is intolerable.
Langelier index: Serious corrosion.

The corrosive sulphate levels of concentration in the supply water are dependent upon rainfali
and fluctuate with the dilution factor of rainfall in the river collection basin system.



COOLING TOWER WATER CONDITIONING

We have employed several combinations of both industry standard and custom chemical
formulations in the CT water system. The goal of the tower program is sequestration of calcium
and sulphate, dispersion of solids, and corrosion protection. Qur most recent effort shows
improvement in the corrosion protection aspect. However, the aggressive profile of the
sulphate continues to provide an extreme obstacle to proper corrosion protection. We are
currently adjusting the inhibitor components and will have another look at the system including
the installed coupon in 60 days.

COUPON TESTING

We have installed and tested several copper, and most recently, iron coupons in the CT water
system. All coupons are sent to an independent lab for weight loss analysis and physical
examination. This information has been provided to plant personnel.

The copper coupons displayed excellent readings over time with several of the most recent
recording a <1 on a 1-10 scale, where a 0 is excellent and 10 is poor.

We began testing with iron coupons in June 2015. The first iron coupon reading was 35 on the
1-10 scale. We have improved on that but will not be satisfied until we reach the 4-6 reading
necessary to stabilize this extremely corrosive water.

The CT water treatment program has shown some improvement; however, the sulfate is
extremely corrosive and continues to aggressively attack and damage all iron components, The
bacterial component has been neutralized and stabilized. | will continue to monitor and make
necessary adjustment that accurate chemical testing and analysis deem necessary. | would
highly recommend sulfate removal as per this proposal.
