The Beloit City Council met in regular session on April 15, 2020 via GoToMeeting. Council President Andrew Grabon gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilor Otte appreciated that the animal code was on the agenda for discussion since there was concerns from citizens on Facebook.
City Attorney Katie Schroeder has been working on contracts with Rural Water District #1 and #3.
City Manager Jason Rabe discussed the following:

          1.  COVID-19 – Have been planning essential services plan for city services and   

               keeping up with state and local recommendations.  All of administrative employees 

               are back full time in the office.  Transportation Department has furloughed 

               3 employees.

2.  Rural Water District #3 is working on the pipeline to connect with the city and 

               should be online in June or July.

3.  8th Street road project will start the end of April.

4.  Safe Routes to School 2B project is scheduled to start May 1st.

5.  FAA announced it will fund airport construction projects at 100% and is giving 

              grant money up to $30,000.00 for operating expenses.

Director of Community Development Heather Hartman gave updates on the COVID-19 paycheck protection program and unemployment numbers.  Heather also updated on the growing success of Mitchell County Strong and so far they have raised $28,000.00 for 60 businesses.
A motion was made by Councilor Adolph and seconded by Councilor Otte to approve the April 1, 2020 Council Meeting Minutes, April 3, 2020 Special Council Meeting Minutes, and Appropriations 4B in its entirety.  Roll call vote yeas:  Adolph, Grabon, Meier, Gengler, McMillan, and Otte.  Motion carried 6-0.  Nays: None.  
A motion was made by Councilor Grabon and seconded by Councilor McMillan to appoint Josh Bell to the Cemetery Endowment Committee.  Roll call vote yeas:  Gengler, Meier, Otte, Adolph, McMillan, and Grabon.  Motion carried 6-0.  Nays: None.

A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Meier to accept property deeds to 523 N Hersey and 400 N Mill Street once the conservator gets approval to transfer the properties. Roll vote yeas:  Grabon, McMillan, Adolph, Otte, Meier, and Gengler. 

Motion carried 6-0.   Nays: None.

A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Gengler to adjourn the meeting.   Roll call vote yeas:  Adolph, Otte, Meier, Grabon, Gengler, and McMillan.  Motion carried 6-0.  Nays: None.  The meeting ended at 7:27 p.m.
