BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

OCTOBER 6, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on October 6, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Denis Shumate, Tom Maxwell, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, and James Crowley.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  Councilor Brown was absent.
Department heads in attendance were Ryan Stocker, Murray McGee, Mike Clark, and Morgan Harris.  
Mayor Koster gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster thanked the community for allowing the Governing Body to attend the annual League of Kansas Municipalities meeting in Topeka.  Those that also attended echoed the Mayor’s thank you.  They all thought it was a very worthwhile meeting as the speakers were excellent and sessions very educational.  
Tom Maxwell reported that the VFW was again serving breakfast on the third Sunday of each month.  He also reported that the Veteran’s Day parade will be on November 11 starting at 11:00 a.m.
City Attorney Gantenbein expressed his appreciation for the opportunity to attend the annual LKM Attorney’s meeting.  City Administrator Rodden commented that in addition to the educational opportunities the conference allows the Governing Body to interact with other cities and develop the networking opportunities. 
David Chase inquired about the political sign section of the zoning codes and if it had been reviewed.  Mr. Rodden indicated that the Planning Commission discussed this issue at their last meeting.  Mr. Chase would like to see the Council discuss the possibilities of the City supporting a farmer’s market.  This will be discussed at a future work session.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of September 15, 2009, Appropriations 10A, Fire Department Hire of Jason Carr and Fire Department Resignation of Doug Devore.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Maxwell to table the wage study as many felt there was not sufficient time to study it before acting.  Motion carried 7-0.
KMEA is requesting that we replace the Director #2 position previously held by former Administrator Gerber.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Crowley to appoint Glenn Rodden to the Director #2 position on the KMEA Board of Directors.  Motion carried 7-0.

A new utility payment policy was presented by staff for approval.  The major changes to the policy include a required $150.00 deposit, delinquent accounts will be charged 1.5% interest per month (18% APR), and utilizing the State of Kansas Set-Off Program for debt collection.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble seconded by Councilor Maxwell to adopt the utility payment policy.  Motion carried 7-0.
Staff is recommending the Council hire Lynn Miller as the new Director of Parks and Recreation at Grade 28 Step 2.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Naasz to hire Lynn Miller.  Motion carried 7-0.

A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Discussion Relating to the Acquisition of Real Property for a period of fifteen minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney and City Administrator.  Motion carried 7-0.  The session began at 7:25 p.m. and ended at 7:40 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Shumate to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Discussion of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of fifteen minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney, City Administrator and Chief Stocker.  Motion carried 7-0.  The session began at 7:42 p.m. and ended at 7:57 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Maxwell.  Motion passed 7-0.  The meeting ended at 8:00 p.m.
