BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 1, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on December, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Rick Brown, Tom Maxwell, Pat Struble, Denis Shumate, Tom Naasz, and James Crowley.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, Attorney Brenon Odle, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  
Department heads in attendance were Jerry Blass and Lynn Miller.  
Councilor Maxwell gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster indicated that there was a revised agenda adding a closed session regarding attorney-client privileged information.  She commented that the community looked wonderful with all the lights and decorations.

Councilor Crowley complimented staff on a job well done at Meadowlark Lane.  He also mentioned the Isle of Lights and how nice it looked.
City Administrator Rodden reported on a variety issues including:  1. The Paradigm 2000 project is on track and Mr. Blodgett will be here on December 7 to continue with the study.  2. Work on Meadowlark Lane is completed for this year.  3.  The water project is on hold until more information can be gathered.  4. There will be a follow-up Task Force meeting on Tuesday, December 8.  5.  Staff has plans to resume the city newsletter at the beginning of the year.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of November 17, 2009, the special meeting minutes of November 24 and Appropriations 12A.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Brown, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
Jerry Blass is recommending that the bid for wire from Graybar Electric in the amount of $11,700 plus tax be approved.  A motion was made by Councilor Foreman seconded by Councilor Crowley to approve the Graybar Electric bid.  Motion carried 8-0.
Bids were recently solicited for wire for the K-14 project.  Stanion Electric was the low bidder for wire for the north side of K-14 in the amount of $12,330 plus tax.  A motion was made by Councilor Naasz seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Stanion Electric bid.  Motion carried 8-0.
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Consideration of Attorney-Client Privileged for a period of fifteen minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, Attorney Odle, City Administrator and Systems Director Jerry Blass.   Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:14 p.m. and ended at 7:29 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Maxwell.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:30 p.m.

The work session began at 7:31 p.m.  Present were Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Crowley, Maxwell, Shumate and Foreman.  Also present were City Administrator Rodden, Attorney Odle and City Clerk Kerry Benson.
The department heads present were Lynn Miller and Jerry Blass.
A draft of the proposed fee schedule for 2010 was reviewed.  A resolution will be brought back to the Governing Body the first meeting in January for adoption.

The work session adjourned at 7:53 p.m.
