BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 15, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on December, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Rick Brown, Tom Maxwell, Pat Struble, Denis Shumate, Tom Naasz, and James Crowley.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  Councilor Bill Foreman was absent.
Department heads in attendance were Jerry Blass, Lynn Miller, Chris Jones, Lloyd Littrell, Mike Clark, Ryan Stocker and Murray McGee.  
Mayor Koster gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster indicated that there was a revised agenda adding a closed session regarding attorney-client privileged information.  She informed the Governing Body of upcoming events/meetings.  The first is the BJCF Task Force meeting on 12-16-09 at 7:00, a 911 Advisory Board meeting on 12-22-09 at 7:00 and a retirement reception for Pat Heidrick at Guaranty State Bank on 12-20-09 from 1-4.  Mayor Koster thanked the city crews for their hard work in the snow removal and wished everyone Happy Holidays.
The Councilors echoed the Mayor’s comments regarding the snow removal.  In addition to thanking staff, they also thanked the citizens for their part in helping with the snow removal.  They were also appreciative of the people that braved the weather to get out and donate blood. 
City Administrator Rodden reported on a variety issues including:  1. The property owner of the Mainstreet Theater is given until the end of the year to fill in the hole and if it is not, the city will take action.  2. A preliminary engineering study will be contracted regarding the potential water project.  3.  The Christmas party will be on Friday, December 18 from 11:30 to 1:00.
David Chase addressed the council regarding the political signs ordinance.  He expressed his disappointment with the notification process and thought staff should be more proactive in informing the public.  Mr. Chase expressed his appreciation to the city crews for their hard work with the snow removal.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of December 1, 2009 and Appropriations 12B.  A motion was made by Councilor Cousland and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Brown and Maxwell.  Nays: None.  
Ordinance 2069 establishing administrative fees was presented for approval.  This fee will allow us to recover any administrative fees incurred for collecting any bad debts.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Crowley to adopt Ordinance 2069.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Brown and Maxwell.  Nays: None.  

A motion was made by Councilor Struble seconded by Councilor Maxwell to adopt Ordinance 2070.  This ordinance amends and supplements section 1008.2.6 of the International Zoning Code regarding political signs regulating location and size of signs.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to adopt Ordinance 2069.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Brown and Maxwell.  Nays: None.  

Mayor Koster is recommending that Stan Deneke be appointed to the Tree Board. A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Naasz to approve Resolution 24-2009 appointing Mr. Deneke to the Tree Board.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Brown and Maxwell.  Nays: None.  

A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Cousland to approve the cereal malt beverage licenses for the following businesses:  Casey’s Retail Company East and West, Beloit Bowl, Plum Creek, Pump Mart, El Puertos, Shamburg Oil Company, Mitchell County Fair Association and Solomon Valley Eagles.  The applications had been previously reviewed by City Attorney Gantenbein and Police Chief Ryan Stocker.   No violations were found.  Motion carried 7-0.
Staff is recommending the Council approve a bid from Linde LLC in the amount of $95/ton for Carbon Dioxide for the year 2010.  A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Crowley to approve the bid from Linde LLC.  Motion carried 7-0.
Phase II of the Paradigm 2000 study was brought before the Council for approval.  Rick Brown made a motion to table the study until the results of Phase I have been reviewed and evaluated.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Shumate.  Motion carried 7-0.
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Consideration of Attorney-Client Privileged for a period of ten minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney and City Administrator.   Motion carried 7-0.  The session began at 7:40 p.m. and ended at 7:50 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Maxwell.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:53 p.m.

The work session began at 7:54 p.m.  Present were Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Crowley, Maxwell and Shumate.  Also present were City Administrator Rodden, City Attorney Gantenbein and City Clerk Kerry Benson.
The department heads present were Lynn Miller, Lloyd Littrell, Ryan Stocker, Murray McGee, Chris Jones, Mike Clark and Jerry Blass.
The October and November Police reports and the December Community Development report was included for review in the correspondence and staff reports.

Councilor Shumate shared with the Governing Body information regarding the meeting with Dick Blodgett, Administrator Rodden and James Crowley to review the wage plan.  Numerous issues were discussed including inequities, topping out, implementation and analyzation.  The wage study will be brought back at a future meeting for action.
The Paradigm 2000 Study Phase I was discussed.  Some areas identified as needing improvement were:  1.  Continuous feedback, not just at evaluation time.  2.  More supervisory training.  3.  Provide more information on planning and budgeting.  4.  More communication between supervisors and employees.  Mr. Blodgett is working on an executive summary to present to the council at a future date.
Chris Jones gave the Governing Body an overview of the Mitigation Plan.  FEMA is recommending that all the multi-jurisdictional plans be consolidated into one.  A resolution adopting the Mitigation Plan will be presented for approval at the first meeting in January.

City Administrator Rodden reviewed the upcoming Capital Improvement Projects for 2010 and 2011.  The projects included K-14 North, Meadowlark Lane, Mill Street, the parking lot for NCKTC, Pine Street extension and K-14 South.  
The work session adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
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
