BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

FEBRUARY 17, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on February 17, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, James Crowley, Rick Brown, Tom Maxwell, and Denis Shumate.  Also present were City Administrator Doug Gerber, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson. 

Department heads in attendance were Mike Haeffele, Murray McGee, Lloyd Littrell, Caite Kendrick, and Sergeant Ryan Stocker for Chief Gent.
Councilor Crowley gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster indicated that there was a revised agenda which placed the Attorney-Client Privileged Information closed session directly after the council and staff reports.  She also informed the Council and staff that the Nebraska Municipal Power Pool would be holding their annual meeting March 24-26 in North Platte, Nebraska if anyone was interested in attending.  Mayor Koster expressed her appreciation for the sympathy cards her family received for the passing of her father-in-law.
There were no Council reports. 
City Attorney Gantenbein expressed his sympathy to Mayor Koster.
City Administrator Gerber received an e-mail regarding the tentative Stimulus Package.  Mr. Gerber indicated that KDOT will receive monies to distribute to local governments.  He asked that the Council think about potential projects, if any, they would like to pursue.  This will be discussed during the work session.  Department heads will notify their staff to return the employee surveys.   Claire Thiessen was introduced as the Youth Council representative.  
A motion was made by Struble and seconded by Crowley to recess into an executive session for Attorney-Client Privileged Information for a period of thirty minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney and Attorney Allen Glendening.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:05 p.m. and ended at 7:35 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
Mayor Koster asked for comments from the public.  There were none.

The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of February 3, 2009 and Appropriations 2B and Ordinance No. 2058 Exempting Certain Property from Ad Valorem Taxation for Economic Development Purposes for ICON Industries, Inc. and Ordinance 2059 Exempting Certain Property from Ad Valorem Taxation for Economic Development Purposes for ICON Industries, INC.  Councilor Shumate requested that the consent agenda be separated for two separate motions.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the February 3, 2009 meeting minutes and Appropriations 2B.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, Foreman, and Shumate.  Nays: None.  
Councilor Shumate questioned the need to approve the tax exemptions for ICON on an annual basis.  Attorney Gantenbein indicated that they are required to annually meet certain criteria necessitating the approval of the ordinances.  A motion was made by Shumate seconded by Maxwell to approve Ordinance No. 2058 and Ordinance No. 2059.  Roll call vote:  Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, Foreman and Shumate.  Nays:  None.
Staff recommended that the council approve the bid from Airgas Mid South for a concrete saw in the amount of $3,200.00.  Councilor Crowley made a motion and seconded by Councilor Brown to accept the bid from Krier’s Auto Parts in the amount of $3,66044.  Discussion revolved around the fact that it was important to stay local on as many bids as possible.  Councilor Maxwell called for the question and discussion ended.  The motion to accept the bid from Krier Automotive in the amount of $3,66044 carried 8-0. 
A motion was made by Councilor Cousland and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to grant a bid waiver and approve the quote from Boettcher Supply for street light poles for Mill Street in the amount of $12,412.  Motion carried 8-0.
A motion was made by Maxwell and seconded by Shumate to recess into an executive session for the Preliminary Consideration of Specific Personnel Matter of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of fifteen minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Administrator, and City Attorney.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:52 p.m. and ended at 8:07 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Brown. Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 8:09 p.m.
The work session began at 8:19 p.m.  Present were Mayor Koster, Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Shumate, Crowley, Maxwell, and Foreman.  Also present were City Administrator Gerber, City Attorney Gantenbein and Director of Finance/City Clerk Benson.
Department Heads present were Sgt. Stocker, Littrell and Kendrick.
Correspondence and Staff reports consisted of the January Community Development report and January Police reports.

Parks and Recreation Director Caite Kendrick discussed the updated draft of the coaching policy.  Staff reviewed this policy at a recent coaches meeting and received feedback from their perspective.  Various background check options were also discussed.  This will be brought back to the council for approval at a future council meeting.  Caite also presented the council with a list of potential pool maintenance projects for the upcoming season.  Several ideas were discussed.  Council directed staff to develop a moderate three to five year plant for possible updates to the pool and surrounding area.

Kendal Francis and Lloyd Littrell developed a list with multiple water treatment options to discuss with the governing body.  Staff will modify the list by narrowing down those options the council would like explored in more depth and presenting them at a later date.
Mr. Gerber reminded the governing body of the e-mail he received regarding the proposed stimulus package and solicited ideas for a “wish list” of construction projects they would like to pursue.  A number of options surfaced and will be applied for when applications are available.
The work session adjourned at 10:01 p.m.
