
BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

FEBRUARY 3, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on February 3, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, James Crowley, Rick Brown, Tom Maxwell, and Denis Shumate.  Also present were City Administrator Doug Gerber, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Deputy City Clerk Amanda Lomax. 

Department heads in attendance were Frank Gent, Mike Haeffele and Murray McGee.

Councilor Maxwell gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster wanted the Council to consider remaining in the Council Chambers for future work sessions because of sound quality issues.

Councilor Cousland congratulated Assistant to the City Administrator Stacy Thompson on her new daughter.  He also informed the Council that there is a group still working on new library plans.
Councilor Naasz had questions regarding expenses for Youth Council trip to Washington DC, including who was funding the staff chaperoning and which staff members were planning to go.  The Council discussed the issue at length and nothing is resolved at this time.
Councilor Foreman asked a question regarding the KDHE inspection report and why there were occasions when the “holding time” was exceeded.  Water Plant Foreman Kendall Francis explained the water samples that are submitted have to be at the testing site with in 48 hours of collecting samples.  The carrier that is being used is a free service from the State of Kansas but sometimes does not get the samples in the 48 hour window and the City has to resubmit another new sample.  Francis also said the City is not penalized and just has to resubmit new samples.

City Attorney Gantenbein introduced his new staff member Brenen Odle.
City Administrator Gerber received a letter stating the Walking Trail grant was not funded.  The committee may try to resubmit it in the spring.  There was also correspondence regarding the Senior Center and the State of Kansas budget issues.  The city website is live.  Kevin Marozas and Jeff Hake, as well as staff, put in a great deal of time into the website development.  
The Public Hearing regarding the Moritz Memorial Airport Environmental Assessment began at 7:52 and was presented by Brad Waller with HWS.  The public hearing is required by the Federal Aviation Administration.  The city has a 5-year consultant agreement with HWS on the airport improvement projects.  HWS has been working with the FAA on lengthening the runway.  Waller said the lengthening of the runway should help promote bigger planes to come in, help existing business, and promote new business.  Waller also said the city does need to acquire land for the runway. The FA will pay for 95% of the airport improvements.  The hearing ended at 7:56 p.m.
Mayor Koster asked for Public Comment and there were none.

The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of January 20, 2009 and Appropriations 2A.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, Foreman, and Shumate.  Nays: None.

Mayor Koster asked the Council’s consideration to approve Resolution No. 5-2009.  This resolution appointed Matt Otte to the Planning Commission.  The resolution also appointed the following individuals to the Airport Advisory Board: Carle Kuhn 2009, Annabeth Moritz-Nicholson 2009, Joe Ortner 2010, Keith Shamburg 2010, Dr. Milt Holloway 2011, Dan Streit 2011, Larry Gourley 2012, Robert A. Miller 2012, and Steve Thompson 2013.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Crowley to adopt Resolution No. 5-2009.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, Foreman, and Shumate.  Nays:  None.

A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the hire of Scott Davies as a Reserve Police Officer at the rate of $10.00 per hour.  Motion carried 6-2.  Councilors Shumate and Cousland voted no.
A motion was made by Councilor Cousland and seconded by Councilor Shumate to approve the agreement with the Chautauqua Isle of Light, Inc. for the use of Chautauqua Park from October 28, 2009 through January 16, 2010.  Motion carried 8-0.
A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve health insurance proposal with Blue Cross and Blue Shield at the approximate cost of $572,760 and continue the current employee contribution rate of 5%.  The motion also included an increase of dental coverage to cover 100% for most dental services. Motion carried 8-0.
A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Coucilor Maxwell to approve the bid from Smoky Hill, LLC for the airport taxiway extension project in the amount of $59,43450.  Construction is to start in the spring and completed in the summer.  Motion carried 8-0.

A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Brown to approve uniform bid from Ameripride for $5,178.55.  Motion carried 8-0.
A motion was made by Maxwell and seconded by Struble to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Discussion relating to the Acquisition of Real Property for a period of twenty minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Administrator, and City Attorney.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 8:18 p.m. and ended at 8:38 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Brown. Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 8:42 p.m.
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
