BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

MARCH 17, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on March 17, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, James Crowley, Rick Brown, Tom Maxwell, and Denis Shumate.  Also present were City Administrator Doug Gerber, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson. 

Department heads in attendance were Mike Haeffele, Murray McGee, Caite Kendrick Jerry Blass and Lloyd Littrell.
Councilor Maxwell gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster reminded the Governing Body of the 911 Advisory Board meeting at the EMS Department on March 24 at 7:00 p.m.
Councilor Struble commented on the recent letter to the editor regarding the city outdoor pool.  She said it was nice to get compliments involving the city.  Councilor Foreman thanked the public for the signed letters that he received.  Councilor Maxwell reported that a tree limb is blocking the view of the school crossing light facing west  on 8th Street.
Correspondence and Staff reports consisted of the February Community Development report, February Police reports, KDHE 2008 Sludge Report and ICMA’s Public Library Innovation Grant competition notification.  

City Attorney Gantenbein informed the Governing Body that magazine sales people were soliciting customers in the area.  Citizens should be cautious when approached by these people.  Mr. Gantenbein will review the ordinance and bring back some proposed changes/additions regarding interstate commerce.
City Administrator Gerber reported that an application had been submitted to KDOT for funding of the street improvements for West Main Street, North Walnut Street and 17th Street.

Mayor Koster asked for comments from the public.  Rich Thull addressed the council, however the discussion was concerning an agenda item and Mayor Koster asked Mr. Thull to hold his comments until the item was discussed.
A motion was made by Struble and seconded by Shumate to recess into an executive session for the Preliminary Consideration of Specific Personnel Matter of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of fifteen minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Administrator, and City Attorney.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:22 p.m. and ended at 7:37 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion was made by Cousland and seconded by Shumate to recess into an executive session for the Preliminary Consideration of Specific Personnel Matter of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of fifteen minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Administrator, and City Attorney.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:41 p.m. and ended at 7:56 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of March 3, 2009 and Appropriations 3B.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, Foreman, and Shumate.  Nays: None.  
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Naasz to accept the bid from Carrico Implement for a John Deere mower in the amount of $9,00000 with a trade-in.  Motion carried 8-0.
Staff is recommending the purchase of a semi from T & R Truck and Auto in the amount of $16,00000.  This semi will be used for various purposes within the city departments.  A motion was made by Councilor Cousland and seconded by Councilor Shumate to approve the semi bid from T & R Truck and Auto.  Motion carried 8-0.
Bids were recently solicited for 40-foot class 3 poles.  Graybar submitted the low bid of $316.76 per pole for a total of 35 poles at a price of $11,08660.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell seconded by Councilor Shumate to approve the bid from Graybar.  Motion carried 8-0.
A motion was made by James Crowley and seconded by Bill Foreman to accept the Flame Resistant Clothing Bid from Ameripride in the amount of $2,99775.  OSHA is requiring that electric employees wear “personal protective equipment” to protect personnel and reduce electrical hazards and injuries.  Motion carried 8-0.

A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Struble to accept the bid from Water Products for sewer pipe in the amount of $3,03600.  This pipe will be used for the Mill Street project.  Motion carried 8-0.
Quotes were recently requested for repair work on #3 engine at the Electric Plant.  Finney Machine submitted the low quote in the amount of +/-$10,50000.  A motion was made by Councilor Cousland seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the quote from Finney Machine in the amount of $10,00000.  Councilor Cousland amended his motion to not exceed $10,50000 and Councilor Maxwell seconded the amended motion.  Motion carried 8-0.
A motion was made by Councilor Naasz seconded by Councilor Brown to not renew City Administrator Gerber’s contract that expires June 30, 2009.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, and Maxwell.  Nays: Foreman and Shumate.  Motion carried 6-2.  

A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Crowley.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 8:20 p.m.
