BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

APRIL 7, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on April 7, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, James Crowley, Rick Brown and Tom Maxwell.  Also present were City Administrator Doug Gerber, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  Councilor Denis Shumate was absent.
Department heads in attendance were Frank Gent, Murray McGee, Caite Kendrick and Lloyd Littrell.
Councilor Maxwell gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster informed the Governing Body of upcoming League of Kansas Municipalities meetings.  
Councilor Maxwell thanked staff for taking care of the tree limb blocking the school crossing sign. 
City Attorney Gantenbein briefly discussed the Green River Ordinance that is on the consent agenda before turning it over to Brenon Odle for further explanation.  
City Administrator Gerber indicated that the dates on the resolutions setting public hearings for unfit structures was changed from May 5 to May 19.

Mayor Koster asked for comments from the public.  There were none.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of March 17, 2009 and April 2, 2009 special meeting minutes, Appropriations 4A, Resolution No. 6-2009 Farm Service Agreement and Ordinance No. 2061 Green River Ordinance.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
A motion was made by Councilor Cousland seconded by Councilor Foreman to approve Resolution No. 7-2009 authorizing amendment of the power purchase agreement between the City and the Kansas Municipal Energy Agency (KMEA).  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, and Foreman.  Nays: None.

Councilor Maxwell made a motion to approve Resolution No. 8-2009 Setting a Public Hearing for an Unfit Structure located at 414 East Main Street.  Councilor Brown seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, and Foreman.  Nays: None.

Councilor Struble made a motion to approve Resolution No. 9-2009 Setting a Public Hearing for an Unfit Structure located at 610 North Campbell.  Councilor Maxwell seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, and Foreman.  Nays: None.

Councilor Cousland made a motion to approve Resolution No. 10-2009 Setting a Public Hearing for an Unfit Structure located at 628 East Clinton.  Councilor Maxwell seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Maxwell, and Foreman.  Nays: None.

Staff is recommending the Council approve the bid from Wendell Construction for replacement of the library roof in the amount of $10,750.  A motion was made by Councilor Crowley seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the recommended bid.  Motion carried 7-0.
Bids were recently solicited for a bunker rake to be used to scarify and drag the infields at the Sports Complex and also at the cemetery to fill in graves and level them when needed.  Kansas Golf and Turf submitted the low bid of $10,395.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the bid from Kansas Golf and Turf.  Motion carried 6-1.  Councilor Brown voted no.
A motion was made by Bill Foreman and seconded by Tom Naasz to approve the Natural Gas Management Services Agreement between the City of Beloit and Kansas Municipal Energy Agency.  This arrangement is similar to our EMP2 consortium, only it would deal with gas purchases instead of power purchases.  Motion carried 7-0.

A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Cousland to appoint Lloyd Littrell as Director #1 to the KMEA Board of Directors for a two-year term.  Motion carried 7-0.
Bids were recently requested for a climbing wall at the outdoor pool.  This is a moveable wall and can be taken inside for the winter.  Commercial Aquatic Services submitted the low bid in the amount of $7,08196.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the bid from Commercial Aquatic Services in the amount of $7,08196.  Motion carried 5-2.  Councilors Brown and Crowley voted no.
A motion was made by Councilor Crowley seconded by Councilor Cousland to approve the Parks and Recreation coaching policy.  Motion carried 7-0.  

Staff is recommending that the Council approve the bid from Organizational Services for a comprehensive compensation study in the amount of $10,427.  A motion was made by Councilor Cousland seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the recommended bid.  Motion carried 7-0.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble.  Motion passed 7-0.  The meeting ended at 7:55 p.m.
The work session began at 8:07 p.m.  Present were Mayor Koster, Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Crowley, Maxwell, and Foreman.  Also present were City Administrator Gerber, City Attorney Gantenbein and Director of Finance/City Clerk Benson.
Community Development Director Murray McGee was also present.
Chris Jones reviewed the Hazard Mitigation Plan with the Council.  Scott Davies, Mitchell County Emergency Preparedness Director, was also available for questions regarding the plan.  The plan is simply a technical term for reducing risks to people and property from natural hazards.

Correspondence and Staff reports consisted of a Thank You from Paul Abram for the city’s involvement with Solomon Valley Raceway, a Thank You from Heart Choices for the use of the Municipal Building for their annual banquet and a letter from the Arbor Day Foundation naming the City of Beloit a Tree City USA.

City Attorney Gantenbein inquired as to what the status was of obtaining easements on driveways for the K-14 project.  John Cashatt will be contacted to review the status of the easements as well as the project plans.

Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson reviewed a draft of the Identity Theft Protection Program.  New rules circulated last year by the Federal Trade Commission requires all municipal utilities to develop and maintain such program.  This will be brought back to the Council at the next meeting for adoption.
The work session adjourned at 8:42 p.m.
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
