BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

JULY 21, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on July 21, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Denis Shumate, Tom Maxwell, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, James Crowley, and Rick Brown.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  
Department heads in attendance were Frank Gent, Murray McGee, Morgan Harris, Mike Clark, Jerry Blass and Chris Jones.  
Councilor Maxwell gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster welcomed the new City Administrator Glenn Rodden.  She also thanked Jerry Blass and the city staff for all their hard work in the transition between administrators.  Mayor Koster congratulated Kerry Benson on achieving the Master Municipal Clerk status.   The Mayor also indicated that there was a revised agenda which adds a closed session for personnel.
All the Councilors echoed the Mayor’s comments.  Tom Maxwell mentioned the blood drive at the VFW on July 29.  Councilor Crowley reminded everyone of the upcoming Shrine Bowl.  Cas Spangler has been chosen as a player and Coach Greg Koenig as one of coaches.  
City Attorney Gantenbein also echoed the Mayor’s comments and welcomed Mr. Rodden.
City Administrator Rodden commented that he was getting his feet on the ground and has met a lot of good people.  He indicated that he had met a lot of the downtown business people and was impressed with their friendliness. 

Floyd Gentry addressed the Governing Body regarding concerns over the property located at 603 N Central.  He would like to see some renewed interest in the possibility of demolishing the property.  He also inquired as to how Meadowlark Lane would be draining once the improvements were complete.  Mr. Gentry would also like to see some type of notification process for obtaining various permits required by the City.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of July 7, 2009 and Appropriations 7B.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Chief Gent addressed the question with the explanation that this was a scheduled computer rotation.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
A motion was made by Councilor Cousland and seconded by Councilor Struble to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Discussion of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of thirty minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney, City Administrator and Jerry Blass.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:25 p.m. and ended at 7:55 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:57 p.m.

The work session began at 8:08 p.m.  Present were Mayor Koster, Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Shumate, Maxwell, Crowley and Foreman.  Also present were City Administrator Rodden, City Attorney Gantenbein and Director of Finance/City Clerk Benson.
The department heads present were Murray McGee, Morgan Harris, Chris Jones, Mike Clark Lloyd Littrell and Jerry Blass.
Correspondence and Staff reports consisted of the June Police Reports and the July Community Development Report.
The 2010 budget was presented for review.  Various questions were directed at staff regarding specific line items.  Recommended changes will be made and brought back to the Governing Body for approval.
The work session adjourned at 9:12 p.m.
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
