BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

JULY 7, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on July 7, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Denis Shumate, Tom Maxwell, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, James Crowley, and Rick Brown.  Also present were Interim City Administrator Jerry Blass, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  
Department heads in attendance were Frank Gent, Murray McGee, Morgan Harris, Mike Clark and Chris Jones.  
Councilor Struble gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster announced that she received a letter from Russ Jennings regarding the closing of the Beloit Juvenile Correctional Facility.  She also received a letter from Katrina Pollett indicating that the CALL Committee would no longer be meeting due to the closing of the Correctional Facility.  She shared a thank you from the Harold Maxwell family for the memorial they received in his honor.  A thank you from campers who used Chautauqua Park was also received.  Mayor Koster announced that the League of Kansas Municipalities is once again hosting Municipal Leadership Academies.  Economic Development will be covered in July and KOMA and KORA will be covered in August.  The ordinance covering governing body meeting times and dates will need to be revised at a future council meeting.  Mayor Koster indicated that the work session at the second meeting in July will be budget review.
Councilor Struble asked Murray McGee about the e-mail received from the Chamber warning people about a phone scam soliciting ads on behalf of the Chamber of Commerce.  Mr. McGee said that these people are not affiliated with the Chamber.  He indicated that the City of Salina Chamber of Commerce is also dealing with this issue.

Councilor Maxwell thanked the city crews for putting up the flags for Independence Day.  He said it really made the city and especially the downtown look very nice.

Councilor Foreman thanked the city crews for painting the lines on the street as it makes them look sharp.  He also clarified a concern brought up at a previous council meeting regarding the city not having an emergency management plan.   Mr. Foreman checked with Emergency Preparedness Director Scott Davies and the city is covered under Mitchell County’s Emergency Management Plan.
Councilors Struble and Maxwell thanked Kelly Kimerer, Barbara Axtell and all those involved with the 8-Man All Star games for their hard work and success.  Mr. Maxwell encourages continued support for the event as other towns would be more than willing to host the games.  Rick Brown also thanked those involved with the 8-Man games as well as the continued support for the Solomon Valley Raceway.
Interim City Administrator Blass reported that the money received from Kansas Gas Company from a drawing at a meeting will be transferred from the General Fund to the Police Capital Improvement Fund as the police department was the recipient of the money.

The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of June 16, 2009, Appropriations 7A, Ordinance No. 2063 Tree Board Members and a Cereal Malt Beverage License.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Councilor Crowley inquired about the purchase of a computer.  Chief Gent addressed the question with the explanation that this was a scheduled computer rotation.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Shumate to recess into an executive session for Attorney-Client Privileged Information for a period of fifteen minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney Interim City and Administrator.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:14 p.m. and ended at 7:24 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Employment Agreement with the City of Beloit and Glenn Rodden as presented by City Attorney Gantenbein.  Motion carried 8-0.  Mayor Koster indicated that there be three signed copies, one copy for his personnel file, one for Mr. Gantenbein and one for Mr. Rodden.
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Discussion of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of thirty minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney and Interim City Administrator.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:33 p.m. and ended at 8:03 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
The Interlocal Agreement has been tabled due to the announcement of the closing of the Beloit Juvenile Correctional Facility.  Murray McGee gave an update on the closure committee conference call with Mr. Russ Jennings held on Tuesday morning, July 7.  A new agreement will be drawn up and brought back for consideration.
Staff is recommending that the Contract for Independent Contractor for Lot Cleaning, Clearing and Mowing Services as well as adding a fee to cost of the independent contractor’s cost be approved.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell seconded by Councilor Crowley to approve the amended contract as follows:  1) Striking item no. B and F of Section 9.  2)  Removing the last sentence of item no. 14.  3)  Add an administrative fee of $100.00.  Motion carried 8-0. 
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Struble to approve a pickup bid from Beloit Auto and Truck in the amount of $19,640.77 for the Transportation Department.  Motion carried 7-0.  Councilor Maxwell abstained from voting.

The Chamber of Commerce is requesting approval of a special event license to host their annual sidewalk sale and street dance on July 24 and 25.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Brown to approve the special event license.  Motion carried 7-1.

A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Shumate.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 8:40 p.m.

The work session began at 8:45 p.m.  Present were Mayor Koster, Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Shumate, Maxwell, Crowley and Foreman.  Also present were Interim City Administrator Blass, City Attorney Gantenbein and Director of Finance/City Clerk Benson.
The department heads present were Murray McGee, Morgan Harris, Chris Jones and Mike Clark.
Correspondence and Staff reports consisted of a couple of Youth Council thank-you’s and a thank-you from the Harold Maxwell family for a memorial donation.
The Parks and Recreation Department presented a proposed ordinance addressing various issues that have recently come up regarding park regulations.  Staff would like to see some type guidelines established to help with enforcement.  Various options were discussed with the council directing staff to make revisions and bring back for consideration at a future meeting.  

The work session adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
