BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 18, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on August 18, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Denis Shumate, Tom Maxwell, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, James Crowley, and Rick Brown.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  
Department heads in attendance were Ryan Stocker, Murray McGee, Mike Clark, and Lloyd Littrell.  
Councilor Struble gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster indicated there was a revised agenda which added a closed session.  She reminded the Council that there was still time to register for the League of Kansas Municipalities Annual Meeting.  She also asked that people pay special attention to the children as school would be starting soon.
There were no Council reports.

City Administrator Rodden gave an update on the Mainstreet Theater demolition progress.  A September 1, 2009 deadline has been issued and progress continues.  He also reported that Ryan Stocker has evaluated the traffic patterns on Cottonwood Street and has determined that a stop sign is needed at the west end of the street.  This will be brought back to the council for action at the next meeting.
Mr. Jay Langley was present to review the preliminary audit report and discuss the 2010 budget.  He indicated that staff will be given a number of journal entries to correct some ongoing issues.  There have been some negative fund balances for some time and these will be corrected with the recommended journal entries.  He expressed his concerns for the utility funds as the cash balances have decreased significantly over the past couple of years.  He also addressed the Cemetery Endowment fund and is recommending that the Governing Body repeal the ordinance establishing the fund as it has not been used as intended.  Mr. Langley will present a management report at a future meeting.

Sheriff Doug Daugherty addressed the Governing Body expressing his department’s support of Ryan Stocker.  He indicated that the communication, teamwork and change of attitude have all occurred since Ryan has been named the interim Chief of Police.  Rod Pearson inquired about the possibility of getting portable restrooms in the west end of the park.  Mayor Koster directed staff to look into this.

City Administrator presented the Power Plant staff with the Employee of the Quarter award.  They were selected in the spirit of teamwork in helping the Water Plant staff with a installation project.  
Mayor Koster opened the public hearing for the 2010 Budget at 7:18 p.m.  Denis Shumate questioned the mill levy decrease and Administrator Rodden pointed out that the assessed valuations were up generating more revenue, thus decreasing the mill levy.  The public hearing ended at 7:24 p.m.

A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Struble to adopt the 2010 budget.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  

A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Brown to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Discussion of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of ten minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney and City Administrator.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:25 p.m. and ended at 7:35 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of August 4, 2009 and Appropriations 9B, Ordinance 2064 Standard Traffic Ordinance and Ordinance 2065 Uniform Public Offense Code.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
Staff is recommending that the council adopt Ordinance 2066 Setting Council Meeting Dates and Times.  A motion was made by Councilor Naasz seconded by Councilor Shumate to adopt Ordinance 2066.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  

Resolution 18-2009 appointing the Freedom of Information Officer was presented for approval.  The resolution is recommending that the City Clerk, Kerry Benson be named such officer.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Brown to approve Resolution 18-2009.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Shumate to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Discussion of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of ten minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney and City Administrator.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:46 p.m. and ended at 7:56 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
The Interlocal Agreement with the County, USD 273 and City was presented to the council for approval.  The purpose of the agreement is to develop the framework to move forward and develop the property that is now the Beloit Juvenile Correctional Facility.  A motion was made by Councilor Foreman and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Interlocal Agreement.  Motion carried 8-0.

A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to accept the resignation of Chief of Police Frank Gent.  Motion carried 8-0.

Mayor Koster is recommending that the council approve the appointment of Ryan Stocker to Chief of Police.  This appointment will remain in effective until April 2010.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Cousland to approve the appointment of Ryan Stocker as Chief of Police.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
Staff is recommending that the council grant a bid waiver and approve the purchase of a replacement cylinder head for the engines at the power plant.  The approximate cost of the purchase is $6,500 and will be purchased from Mid-Kansas Cylinder Head, Inc.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Cousland to approve the bid waiver and purchase of the cylinder head as proposed.  Motion carried 8-0.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 8:10 p.m.

The work session began at 7:45 p.m.  Present were Mayor Koster, Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Shumate, Maxwell, Crowley and Foreman.  Also present were City Administrator Rodden, City Attorney Gantenbein and Director of Finance/City Clerk Benson.
The department heads present were Murray McGee, Lloyd Littrell, Mike Clark and Ryan Stocker.
Correspondence and Staff reports included the July Police Reports, the August Community Development Report and a thank you from First National Bank for the city’s help in their anniversary celebration held in Chautauqua Park.

A draft of an ordinance considering the use of ATV’s Four-Wheelers, Golf Carts, etc., in the city limits.  The consensus was to have staff visit the other communities as well as law enforcement agencies who allow such vehicles and then bring back to the council for further discussion.
City Administrator Rodden reported on the status of the utility billing accounts receivables and the fact that there is a large amount of outstanding debt yet to be collected.  He will be recommending policy changes to address the cash flow issues and collection procedures.  He also indicated that the state set-off program is successful in debt collection and will be recommending that staff use this resource.  Mr. Rodden also reported that 16 applications have been received for the position of Administrative Clerk and also for the Parks and Recreation Director.

The work session adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
