BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 4, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on August 4, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Denis Shumate, Tom Maxwell, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, James Crowley, and Rick Brown.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  
Department heads in attendance were Frank Gent, Murray McGee, Morgan Harris, Mike Clark, Jerry Blass and Chris Jones.  
Councilor Maxwell gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster extended her sympathies to Craig Cousland and family on the death of his mother.  She reminded people to get out and enjoy and support the Mitchell County Fair.  She also reminded everyone that school would soon be starting and to please watch out for the kids.  Mayor Koster mentioned that the annual League of Kansas Municipalities meeting will be on October 4-6 and anyone wanting to attend should get in contact with the City Clerk.
Councilor Crowley reported that the sidewalk on the northeast side of the Beloit Elementary School is complete.  This will now be another safe place that kids can use to get to the school.  Councilor Brown extended a thank you to the police department for their help with the races and a special thanks to Officer Robinson for keeping them updated on a storm that occurred during the races.
City Administrator Rodden reported that the 2010 budget hearing will be at the next council on August 18.  Mr. Rodden indicated that there had been several complaints regarding the quality of the water.  Staff is addressing the issue and hopes that it will be cleared up in the near future.
Whitney Haigh inquired about an ATV ordinance and if this will be brought back to the Governing Body for consideration.  Mayor Koster indicated that it would be brought back in the near future.  David Chase thanked the Governing Body for the opportunity to address the council during the public comment section of the agenda.  Mr. Chase would like to see the council consider allowing a farmer’s market in the future and also a sidewalk on 10th Street from the Medical Center to the shopping plaza.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of July 21, 2009 and Appropriations 8A.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
Staff is recommending that the council approve the bid received from Mike Meier for purpose of mowing certain properties in the city.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell seconded by Councilor Cousland to approve the mowing bid in the amount of $14.75 per hour from Mike Meier.  Motion passed 7-1. 
A motion was made by Councilor Foreman seconded by Councilor Brown to approve the purchase of a flat bed from Kohler’s Garage in the amount of $4,841.29.  The flat bed is made locally by Winkel Manufacturing and will be installed by Kohler’s Garage.  Motion passed 8-0.

A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Discussion of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of twenty minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney and City Administrator.  Motion carried 8-0.  The session began at 7:21 p.m. and ended at 7:41 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Crowley.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:42 p.m.

The work session began at 7:45 p.m.  Present were Mayor Koster, Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Shumate, Maxwell, Crowley and Foreman.  Also present were City Administrator Rodden, City Attorney Gantenbein and Director of Finance/City Clerk Benson.
The department heads present were Murray McGee, Morgan Harris, Chris Jones, Mike Clark, Frank Gent and Jerry Blass.
Jason and Tammy Vetter, owners of The Closet were present to discuss the sidewalk in front of their business.  Several patrons have fallen and hurt themselves since the street/sidewalk was rebuilt.  They would like a railing put up to help the patrons become more aware of the step up.  City Attorney Gantenbein advised the council that the city is ultimately responsible and should fix it.  Staff will meet with Jason and Tammy Vetter to determine a solution and come back with plans and a cost estimate.
Code Enforcement Officer Chris Jones updated the Governing Body on several unfit structures.  Demolition has begun on the Mainstreet Theater by the property owner.  Staff is directed to make sure the progress continues and if progress stops, the procedure to demolish the property will begin again.  Mr. Jones also gave updates on the properties located at 610 N Campbell, 606 N Sturgis, 128 Roosevelt and 603 N Central.
The work session adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
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
