BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 15, 2009

The Beloit City Council met in regular session on September 15, 2009 in the Council Chambers.  Council President Denis Shumate called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Bill Foreman, Denis Shumate, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, and Rick Brown.  Also present were Attorney Brenon Odle, and City Clerk Kerry Benson.   Mayor Koster and Councilor Crowley were absent as well as City Administrator Rodden and City Attorney Harry Gantenbein.
Department heads in attendance were Ryan Stocker, Murray McGee, Fred Sibley, Ron Sporleder, and Chris Jones.  
Councilor Maxwell gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilor Naasz commented that there were a couple of low spots in the roads at the cemetery.  He would like staff to look into this.  Councilor Maxwell questioned why the speed limits were different between the 3rd & 4th block of Hersey.  One side of the street is 30 mph while the opposite side is 20 mph.  Chief Stocker will look into this.  He also talked about the garage sale signs that do not get taken down.  Staff will review the signage policy and monitor the signs.  Councilor Shumate commented that it was nice to drive on the smooth roads on both Hersey and Mill Streets.
Jay Langley of Clubine and Rettele reviewed the 2008 Audit and Management Letter.  Mr. Langley addressed the Cemetery Endowment Fund and questioned if the original intent of the fund is being followed.  He advised that this be reviewed by staff and legal counsel.  Mr. Langley also indicated that several journal entries have been submitted to staff for entry.  This will bring all funds up to date as of December 31, 2008.
The September Community Development Report was submitted for review.  The Governing Body expressed their appreciation to Murray McGee for all his hard work as he has had a busy month. 

There were no City Administrator or City Attorney reports.
Mike Cooper addressed the Council during the public comment section regarding the cooperation between the local governmental entities.  He spoke on behalf of the County Commissioners in thanking the Governing Body for their attendance at last week’s meeting with the County, City and USD No. 273.  The County would like to see some kind of meeting held on either a quarterly or bi-annual basis between the local governmental entities to keep the communication line open and discuss various topics.  
Mr. Cooper also addressed the Council about the extension of Pine Street for the new addition.  There are eight lots and three of them are spoken for.  One house is near completion and another will be started in the near future.  Mr. Cooper inquired as to where this project stands on the schedule.  He indicated that it is getting to the critical stage so there is access to the house when it is completed in the spring.  Staff is directed to get back with Mr. Cooper when a project schedule is completed.
David Chase asked the Governing Body to review signage policies as an election year is soon approaching.  This will help those wanting to post signs to comply with the policies.  He also congratulated the Council in working with the local governmental entities to find alternative uses for the Correctional Facility property.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of September 1, 2009, Appropriations 9B, Ordinance 2066 Cottonwood Drive Traffic Signs and Ordinance 2067 Cottonwood Drive Speed Limit.  A motion was made by Councilor Foreman and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
Ordinance 2068 allowing the use of ATV’s was submitted to the Council for consideration.  A motion was made by Councilor Foreman seconded by Councilor Brown to adopt Ordinance 2068.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Brown, Struble, and Foreman.  Nays: Naasz, Cousland, Maxwell and Shumate.  The ordinance did not pass.  
Resolution 20-2009 Setting a Public Hearing for an Unfit Structure Located at 603 N Central Avenue was presented to the council.  This would be for the shed only located at this address.  A motion was made by Councilor Cousland seconded by Councilor Naasz to approve Resolution 20-2009.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
Staff is recommending that Resolution 21-2009 Establishing a Benefit District for Street Improvements in the Ackerman Addition be passed.  The petition is signed by 87% of the property owners which is adequate to create the benefit district.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve Resolution 21-2009.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Brown, Naasz, Struble, Cousland, Shumate, Maxwell and Foreman.  Nays: None.  
Systems Operations recently took bids for pipe and fittings to replace the water mains on Lincoln Street and North Mill Street.  Staff is recommending the acceptance of the low bid from Municipal Supply in the amount of $25,863.87.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the bid from Municipal Supply in the amount of $25,863.87.  Motion carried.
Staff recommended the Council approve a bid in the amount of $3,750 from Jerry’s Electric for a new transformer.  A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve the bid from Jerry’s Electric.  Motion carried.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble.  Motion passed 7-0.  The meeting ended at 7:55 p.m.
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
