BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

JANUARY 5, 2010
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on January 5, 2010 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Rick Brown, Tom Maxwell, Pat Struble, Denis Shumate, Tom Naasz, Bill Foreman and James Crowley.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  
Department heads in attendance were Lynn Miller, Chris Jones, Lloyd Littrell and Murray McGee.  
Councilor Maxwell gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster indicated that there was a revised agenda adding a closed session regarding preliminary consideration of specific personnel matter of non-elected personnel.  In addition, she also pointed out that there was a correction to the minutes on page two, second line of the first paragraph changing the word all to allow.  Mayor Koster reminded everyone of the annual Chamber Banquet on Saturday, January 9 at the Technical College and the Rotary Chili Feed also being held on January 9 in the Municipal Building basement.
Councilor Shumate thanked the city crews and admired them for their hard work in repairing a broken water main.  
City Administrator Rodden reported on a variety issues including:  1. An organizational meeting regarding a potential Farmer’s Market was held Monday, January 4.  This is to find out what kind of interest there is and what direction they need to proceed.  2.  The Airport Advisory Board will meet Tuesday, January 12.  3.  Mr. Rodden inquired as to whether the council would be interested in meeting with the Library Board to discuss idea and options for a potential new building.  This is something they would be very interested in doing.  4.  The idea of a local governmental meeting was discussed.  The council thought it would be a good idea to also include surrounding communities.  More thought and discussion will be considered and details brought back at a later date.
David Chase addressed the council regarding an issue/complaint against an employee.  Mr. Chase would like Mayor Koster to address the situation before the next council meeting and communicate with him concerning the complaint.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of December 15, 2009 and Appropriations 1A.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Brown, Foreman and Maxwell.  Nays: None.  
Ordinance 2071 creating a Public Building Commission was presented for approval.  A motion was made by Councilor Cousland and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to adopt Ordinance 2071.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Foreman, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Brown and Maxwell.  Nays: None.  

A motion was made by Councilor Struble seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve Resolution 1-2010 Setting 2010 Fees.  A motion was made by Councilor Crowley and seconded by Councilor Shumate to approve Resolution 1-2010.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Foreman, Brown and Maxwell.  Nays: None.  

Staff is recommending that the council approve Resolution 2-2010 adopting the Mitchell County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan as the jurisdiction’s Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan.  A motion was made by Councilor Foreman and seconded by Councilor Brown to approve Resolution 2-2010.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Foreman, Brown and Maxwell.  Nays: None.

Resolution 3-2010 approving the Compensation Plan completed by Organizational Development was brought before the council for approval.  Resolution 3-2010 contains changes from the original plan as presented by Dick Blodgett of Organizational Development.  Bill Foreman commented that he wanted to see the original plan approved.  His opinion was since the city went to the expense of commissioning the study it should be adopted as it was originally presented.  Councilor Foreman made a motion to approve the original Compensation Plan.  Councilor Brown seconded the motion.  The motion failed 3-5.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Crowley to approve Resolution 3-2010 approving the Compensation Plan.  Roll call vote:  Yeas:  Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Cousland and Foreman.  Nays:  Struble and Brown.  
KDHE is requiring that the water plant begin source water monitoring for Cryptosporidium for a period of two years.  Plants Director Lloyd Littrell is recommending that the council hire Scientific Methods to do the testing in the amount of $13,550.00.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve Scientific Methods price in the amount of $13,550 for Cryptosporidium Testing.  Motion carried 8-0.

A motion was made by Councilor Crowley seconded by Councilor Shumate to table Phase II of the Paradigm 2000 Study until further information and reports can be reviewed and analyzed.  Phase I results will be reviewed at a future work session. Motion carried 8-0.
The fire department is requesting to purchase new boots for the firefighters.  Chief Rugg is recommending that these boots be purchased from MES in the amount of $6,060.00.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Cousland to approve the purchase of the boots as recommended by Chief Rugg.  Motion carried 8-0.

A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Maxwell to recess into an executive session for Preliminary Consideration of Specific Personnel Matter of Non-Elected Personnel for a period of ten minutes.  The session is to include the Governing Body, City Attorney and City Administrator.   Motion carried 7-0.  The session began at 7:54 p.m. and ended at 8:04 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Maxwell.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 8:07 p.m.

The work session began at 7:13 p.m.  Present were Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Crowley, Foreman, Maxwell and Shumate.  Also present were City Administrator Rodden, City Attorney Gantenbein and City Clerk Kerry Benson.
The department heads present were Lynn Miller, Lloyd Littrell, Murray McGee and Chris Jones.
Rick Ensz of Cooper Malone McClain Inc. was present to explain the next step in the process of the newly adopted Public Building Commission.  At the next council meeting the governing body will appoint three members (councilors) per the resolution.  More will be added as the process progresses.  The members of the newly formed PBC will then elect the officers and pass the by-laws.  Mr. Ensz will be available at the next meeting and walk them through the process.

Mr. Rodden reviewed a proposed bill from Senator Lee regarding the Beloit Juvenile Correctional Facility property.  At this time, there is no longer a need for the BJCF Task Force.  There is a need for city and county involvement and other interested parties to step up in support of the property returning back to the city.  Murray McGee is working on a list of talking points and who people will need to talk to and not talk to.
City Administrator Rodden informed the council that when the last utility rate increases took effect, the governing body wanted to review them on an annual basis.  Staff will analyze the data and report back at a future work session.  
The work session adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
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
