BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 21, 2010
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on December 21, 2010 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Frank Delka, Matt Otte, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, James Crowley, Rick Brown, Bob Richard, and Denis Shumate.  Also present were Attorney Brenon Odle, and Deputy City Clerk Amanda Lomax, and City Administrator Glenn Rodden.  
Department heads in attendance were Lynn Miller, Murray McGee, Jerry Blass, and Mike Haeffele.
Mayor Koster gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster thanked System Operations for the Christmas Party that they hosted.  She also thanked the City Employees for their commitment and dedication to our community.  Councilor Naasz wished everybody a Merry Christmas and was happy with the accomplishments of the community that took place this past year.  Councilor Otte wished everybody a Merry Christmas.  Councilor Delka wished everybody a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.  Councilor Crowley stated that January 3, 2010 from 6-7 p.m. there is going to be a community meeting for the pool in the basement of the Municipal Building.  Councilor Brown commented that in the future the council needs to be better informed of what is going on prior to the meetings. Councilor Richard wished everybody a Merry Christmas and stated he enjoyed the City’s Christmas party.  Councilor Struble wished everybody a happy and safe New Year and to be easy on the officers this holiday season.  Councilor Shumate wished everybody a Merry Christmas.
City Administrator Rodden reported on the following items:  1. The K-14 Project continues to progress.  They are pushing the deadline and they are replacing crack panels.  2.  Library is pursuing USDA funding and he is helping them with that process.  3.  Has not heard any updated regarding contract with Wilson and Company.  4.  City Offices will be closed half day on Thursday December 23 and closed all day Friday the 24th in observance of Christmas Eve and Christmas.
The Consent Agenda consisted of December 7, 2010 Council Meeting Minutes and Appropriations 12B.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas:  Crowley, Brown, Naasz, Struble, Delka, Richard, Otte, and Shumate.  Nays: None.  

Staff is recommending Council approve thermostat bid from Watts and Son for $23,500.00. The thermostats are for Education Building on the North Campus. A motion was made from Councilor Richard seconded by Councilor Delka to approve the thermostat bid for the North Campus.  Motion carried 7-1.  Nays: Councilor Otte.
Staff is recommending Council approve agreement with SFS Architecture for $25,000.00.  The contract covers services for designing and promoting a new pool.  SFS Architecture agreed to rebate 50 percent of its stage one fees if the project is approved by the voters of Beloit.  A motion was made by Councilor Crowley and seconded by Councilor Naasz to approve the agreement with SFS Architecture.  Motion carried 6-2.  Nays:  Councilor Brown and Councilor Delka.
Staff is recommending Council approve Mayor Appointment of Brenon Odle as city attorney.

A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Delka to approve Brenon Odle as city attorney.  Motion carried 6-2.  Nays:  Councilor Otte and Councilor Shumate.

Staff is recommending Council approve Mayor Appointment of Amanda Lomax as Director of Finance/City Clerk.  A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Brown to approve Amanda Lomax as Director of Finance/City Clerk.  Motion passed 8-0.

Staff is recommending Council approve JoAnn Norris to fill the unexpired term left vacant by her late husband Curt with the Housing Authority.  A motion was made by Councilor Crowley and seconded by Councilor Struble.  Motion passed 8-0.

Staff is recommending Council approve the proposed Steering Committee structure for the North Campus Development.  A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Crowley to approve the proposed Steering Committee structure with the addition of a City Councilor being on the committee.  Motion passed 8-0.
A motion was made by Councilor Struble seconded by Councilor Shumate for a Closed Session for Attorney-Client Privileged Information consisting of the Governing Body, City Administrator Glenn Rodden, and Attorney Brenon Odle for a period of 10 minutes. Motion passed 8-0.  Starting time began at 7:38 p.m. ended at 7:48 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion was made by Councilor Crowley seconded by Councilor Shumate for a Closed Session for Attorney-Client Privileged Information consisting of the Governing Body, City Administrator Glenn Rodden and Attorney Brenon Odle for a period of 20 minutes. Motion passed 8-0.  Starting time began at 7:51 p.m. ended at 8:11 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion was made by Councilor Crowley seconded by Councilor Shumate for a Closed Session for Attorney-Client Privileged Information consisting of the Governing Body, City Administrator Glenn Rodden and Attorney Brenon Odle or a period of 10 minutes. Motion passed 8-0.  Starting time began at 8:15 p.m. ended at 8:25 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Richard to adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 8:26 p.m.
The work session began at 8:27 p.m.  Present were Councilors Shumate, Delka, Struble, Richard, Crowley, Naasz, and Otte.  Also present were City Administrator Rodden, Attorney Brenon Odle and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.

Department heads in attendance were Murray McGee, Lynn Miller, and Mike Haeffele.

Lynn Miller was present to discuss with Council on Transfer of Cemetery Deeds.  This process would let family members sell their cemetery plot to another party with some guidelines and give the City some documentation on the transfer.  Lynn is recommending that a $25.00 transfer fee be imposed for the 2011 fee schedule.
Judge Bonnie Wilson was present to address the Council about her role as city judge and what the Municipal Court does.
Correspondence and staff reports included the December Community Development report and the November Library meeting minutes.
