BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

FEBRUARY 2, 2010
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on February 2, 2010 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Craig Cousland, Rick Brown, Tom Maxwell, Pat Struble, Denis Shumate, Tom Naasz, Bill Foreman and James Crowley.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson.  
Department heads in attendance were Lynn Miller, Mike Clark, Ryan Stocker, Chris Jones, Jerry Blass, Lloyd Littrell and Murray McGee.  
Mayor Koster gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster indicated that there was a revised agenda adding a resolution regarding support for a housing project and also Jeff Emerson as employee of the quarter.  Mayor Koster congratulated Kaleb Moeller for winning an essay contest sponsored by the League of Kansas Municipalities.  The essay was entitled “If I Were Mayor for a Day” and he won for the North Central Kansas area.  Mayor Koster also thanked those involved with the trip to Topeka to testify in favor of the State giving the property owned by the former Correctional Facility back to the City of Beloit.
City Administrator Rodden reported on a variety of issues including:  1. The downtown parking issue has been addressed and will not require special signage.  2.  The Farmers Market committee had an organizational meeting last week, elected officers and they are going forward with plans for this spring.
Murray McGee briefed the Governing Body on the trip to Topeka last week regarding the former Correctional Facility property.  He indicated that the bill passed unanimously in the Senate and is quickly moving forward to the House.  The cost of maintaining this property is an issue with the state and the city is trying to help relieve that financial burden.  There will be a group going back on February 11 to testify in front of the house committee.

Administrator Rodden presented Jeff Emerson’s family with the Employee of the Quarter award.  Mr. Emerson was employed by the city since 1994 as a patrol officer, K-9 Officer and finally a Reserve Officer.  Jeff was at his best when he was working for the city as he loved helping others and his community.  His career ended on January 7 with his untimely death.  Jeff’s wife, Lois and children, Brent, Jessica, Danielle and Nicole proudly accepted the award on Jeff’s behalf. 
Bob Severance presented the annual Chautauqua Isle of Lights report for 2009.  He also requested that the annual agreement be presented for approval.  This will be placed on the next council agenda for action.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of January 19, 2010 and Appropriations 2A.  A motion was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Brown, Foreman and Maxwell.  Nays: None.  
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve Resolution 6-2010 supporting the development of Crown Homes of Beloit.  This is a potential 1.8 million dollar project brining in 10 units within two years.   Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Shumate, Struble, Cousland, Brown, Foreman and Maxwell.  Nays: None.  

A motion was made by Councilor Struble seconded by Councilor Crowley to approve the FY2009 audit agreement with Clubine and Rettele not to exceed $7,100, excluding expenses such as report reproduction, word processing, postage, travel, copies, phone, etc.  Motion carried 8-0.
Staff is recommending that the council approve the Paradigm 2000 Phase II study by Dick Blodgett of Organizational Development Services in the amount of $20,400 and expenses not to exceed $2,950.  The Governing Body has engaged in this study to change the direction in culture and attitude among staff.  A motion was made by Councilor Crowley seconded by Councilor Shumate to approve the Paradigm 2000 Phase II study.  Motion carried 7-1.
Lloyd Littrell is requesting a bid waiver for rebuilding two engine heads at the power plant.  He is requesting the approval of the quote from Mid-Kansas Cylinder Head, Inc. in the amount of $4,879.02.  A motion was made by Councilor Crowley seconded by Councilor Brown to approve the bid waiver and accept the quote from Mid-Kansas Cylinder Head, Inc.  Motion carried 8-0.

Chris Jones has been researching various GIS systems that will be beneficial to code enforcement in addition to planning and zoning, utilities and police work.  He is recommending the purchase of computer hardware for the GIS program from Racers Tech LLC for $2,995 and ArcView software from Environmental Systems Research Institute, Inc., for $1,321.73.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate seconded by Councilor Maxwell to approve Chris’s recommendation in the total amount of $4,316.73.  Motion carried 8-0.
A motion was made by Councilor Crowley seconded by Councilor Maxwell to sell the city property located at 3rd and Mill Street to Manske and Associates at the appraised value of $4,200 for the purpose of building affordable housing.  Motion carried 8-0.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Maxwell and seconded by Councilor Struble.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:57 p.m.

The work session began at 8:00 p.m.  Present were Councilors Struble, Brown, Cousland, Naasz, Crowley, Foreman, Maxwell and Shumate.  Also present were City Administrator Rodden, City Attorney Gantenbein and City Clerk Kerry Benson.
The department heads present were Lynn Miller, Mike Clark, Jerry Blass, Ryan Stocker and Murray McGee.
The December 2009 and Annual 2009 Police Reports as well as the 4th Quarter 2009 Treasurer’s report was included in the correspondence and staff reports.

Charles Krull of Blue Cross/Blue Shield was present to review the upcoming renewal for the health insurance.  Mr. Krull indicated that the City would realize a seven percent increase in the rates for the upcoming plan year.  He pointed out that the city had a good plan year and is in a positive position.  The health insurance renewal will be placed on the next agenda for approval.

Brenon Odle reviewed the cemetery endowment fund ordinance with the governing body.  He identified the areas that have been neglected throughout time and recommended changes in order to be in compliance with the state statutes governing endowment funds.  Mr. Odle prepared an update to the existing ordinance and pointed out the recommended changes.  The Council will take action on the revised ordinance at a future meeting.
The work session adjourned at 8:43 p.m.
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
