BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

JUNE 1, 2010
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on June 1, 2010 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Frank Delka, Rick Brown, Bob Richard, Pat Struble, Tom Naasz, Matt Otte and James Crowley.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Harry Gantenbein, and Director of Finance/City Clerk Kerry Benson. Councilor Shumate were absent.
Department heads in attendance were Chris Jones, Lynn Miller, Mike Haeffele and Murray McGee.  
James Crowley gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster commented on the holiday weekend and how beautiful the town looked.  She indicated that she would be passing out evaluation forms for Administrator Rodden’s evaluation.  Mayor Koster also indicated that she had received several remarks regarding the public comment section of the agenda requesting that it be kept as part of the agenda. This will remain as part of the agenda.
Councilor Richard indicated he had a discussion with Chris Jones regarding code violations.  Mr. Richard requested that Mr. Jones explain the process and time frame to the governing body. Councilor Struble thanked all those who helped getting the town ready for Homecoming Weekend.  Councilor Brown reminded those in attendance of the upcoming Chad McDaniel Memorial Race this weekend.  Matt Otte addressed the delinquent taxes that are due the city and inquired as to what the city has to do to have a tax sale.  It was explained that the county prepares and conducts these sales.  Councilor Crowley inquired about the completion date of Meadowlark Lane and what project would be next.  Mike Haeffele indicated that the weather will determine the completion date but he thought it would be the end of June or first of July.  Mr. Haeffele thought that they would move to Pine Street first.
City Administrator Rodden reported on a variety of issues including:  1. The retreat for the council will be on June 16th & 17th at Windy Ridge beginning at 5:45 p.m.  2.  The contract with the county for the building at the North Campus will be ready for consideration at the next meeting.  3.  Locations have been narrowed down for the bike racks in the downtown area.  An ordinance will be drawn up and presented for adoption.  4.  Budget work session will be the second meeting in July.
Mayor Koster opened up the Public Hearing for the Neighborhood Revitalization Act Program at 7:38 p.m.  There were no comments from the public.  The Public Hearing closed at 7:39 p.m.
The Consent Agenda consisted of the meeting minutes of May 18, 2010, and Appropriations 6A.  A motion was made by Councilor Crowley and seconded by Councilor Delka to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Struble, Naasz, Delka, Brown, Otte and Richard.  Nays: None.  
A motion was made by Councilor Crowley seconded by Councilor Otte to adopt Ordinance No. 2075 Neighborhood Revitalization Act Program.  This purpose of this plan is to provide incentives for individuals or businesses that renovate, remodel, or otherwise improve the property within the City limits of Beloit.  Roll call vote: Yeas: Crowley, Naasz, Delka, Brown, Struble, Otte and Richard.  Nays: None.  

Staff is recommending a change for the Hours of Work Policy in the Personnel Policies and Procedures Manual.  The change applies to the rest periods increasing the time from 15 minutes to 20 minutes.  The wording will now be as follows:  Employees shall receive a rest period of twenty (20) minutes for each four (4) hours work period, including travel time.  Rest periods shall be scheduled as near as possible to the midpoint of each four (4) hour work period.  A motion was made by Councilor Otte seconded by Councilor Delka to approve the policy change.  Motion carried 7-0.
A motion was made by Councilor Naasz seconded by Councilor Otte to approve the Neighborhood Revitalization Interlocal Agreement with Mitchell County.  Motion carried 7-0.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Richard.  Motion passed 7-0.  The meeting ended at 7:47 p.m.

The work session began at 7:49 p.m.  Present were Councilors Brown, Delka, Naasz, Crowley, Struble, Otte, and Richard.  Also present were Mayor Koster, City Administrator Rodden, City Attorney Gantenbein and City Clerk Kerry Benson.
The department heads present were Murray McGee, Lynn Miller, Chris Jones, and Mike Haeffele.
City Attorney Gantenbein inquired about the funding options for the potential new pipeline.  Administrator Rodden indicated that Rick Ensz of Cooper, Malone and McClain will present such options at the next work session.  Mr. Rodden stated that Rural Water District #3 would like to connect to the city water as soon as possible.
Mr. Gantenbein indicated that the Cemetery Endowment Committee met to review the cemetery fees and the cemetery codes.  The committee is recommending several changes, primarily in the fees.  These changes will be incorporated into an ordinance and brought back to the next meeting for adoption.
Code Enforcement Officer Jones presented to the governing body a property registration form to consider.  This would be part of the city’s on-going effort to clean-up vacant property.  This policy would allow the city to require yearly registration fees by owners of vacant properties that meet the criteria.  There were several changes suggested.  Mr. Jones will incorporate those changes and will bring back a revised document. 
The work session adjourned at 8:32 p.m.
