BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

January 4, 2011
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on January 4, 2011 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Denis Shumate, Bob Richard, Rick Brown, James Crowley, Tom Naasz, Pat Struble, Matt Otte, and Frank Delka.  Also present were, City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Brenon Odle and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  
Department heads in attendance were Lynn Miller, Murray McGee, and Mike Haeffele.
Mayor Koster gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster thanked the Police Department for their quick resolution on the Isle of Lights and thanked the Community for putting it back together.  Councilor Crowley commented on the good pool committee meeting the night before with the public, and the pool committee website is beloitpool.com.  Councilor Struble wanted to stress to people the importance of filling out the pool survey for the pool project.  Councilor Struble also commented on what a nice job the City crew did on 8th Street.

Ordinance 2085 City Attorney Compensation was presented to Council for approval.  Ordinance 2085 will go into effect January 1, 2011 setting the city attorney salary at $4,000.00 per month and $100.00 per hour for work done on behalf of the City. Resolution 1-2011 Cemetery Deeds Transfer was presented to Council for approval.  The Cemetery Deeds Transfer will set guidelines for private selling or purchasing a grave space in Elmwood Cemetery.  A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve Resolution 1-2011 Cemetery Deeds Transfer.  Roll call vote:  Yeas:  Naasz, Shumate, Otte, Crowley, Richard, Delka, Struble, and Brown.  Nays:  None.
Resolution 2-2011 2011 Fee Schedule was presented to Council for approval.  A motion was made by Councilor Crowley and seconded by Councilor Brown to approve Resolution 2-2011 2011 Fee Schedule.  Roll Call vote:  Yeas:  Naasz, Richard, Otte, Delka, Shumate, Brown, Crowley, and Struble.  Nays:  None.
Staff is recommending Council approve the Steering Committee for the North Campus.  The Steering Committee will meet later in the month and have a strategic plan for the North Campus by April 2011.  A motion was made from Councilor Naasz seconded by Councilor Otte to approve the Steering Committee for the North Campus.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
A motion was made by Councilor Otte seconded by Councilor Struble for a Closed Session for Attorney-Client Privileged Information consisting of the Governing Body, City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Brenon Odle, Verlin Kohlman, and Rick Larson for a period of 20 minutes. Motion passed 8-0.  Starting time began at 7:31 p.m. ended at 7:51 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion was made by Councilor Struble seconded by Councilor Crowley for a Closed Session for Attorney-Client Privileged Information consisting of the Governing Body, City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Brenon Odle, Verlin Kohlman, and Rick Larson for a period of 20 minutes. Motion passed 7-1.  Nays:  Councilor Rick Brown.  Starting time began at 7:55 p.m. ended at 8:15 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion was made by Councilor Naasz seconded by Councilor Crowley for a Closed Session for Attorney-Client Privileged Information for Non-Elected Personal consisting of the Governing Body, City Administrator Glenn Rodden and City Attorney Brenon Odle for a period of 20 minutes. Motion passed 8-0.  Starting time began at 8:20 p.m. ended at 8:40 p.m.  No motions or decisions were made.
A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Crowley to adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 8:44 p.m.
The Public Building Commission held their annual meeting after Council Meeting adjorned.
