December 20, 2011
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on December 20, 2011 in the Council Chambers. Staff is recommending Council approve the Trash Collection Agreement with the County.   This agreement adopts the fees for solid waste in a new five year contract with Dunstan Trucking approved by the county commission. Staff is recommending Council approve an Eagle Scout Project.  The Eagle Scouts proposed to make a billboard for the gate at Chautauqua Park and a donation box. Staff is recommending Council approve the Cooling Tower Bid from Utility Contractors, Inc in the amount of $2,077,000.00.  The funding for this project is available from the revenue bonds that were issued December 2011. Katie recommended the minimum fees for both.
