BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

December 6, 2011
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on December 6, 2011 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Tom Naasz, Pat Struble, Frank Delka, Bob Richard, and Denis Shumate. Also present were, City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  Councilors Kent Miller and Rick Brown was absent from the meeting.
Councilor Matt Otte arrived after roll call.
Department heads in attendance were Murray McGee, Kendal Francis, Ron Sporleder, Brenon Odle, Lynn Miller, and Chris Jones.
Mayor Koster gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster wanted to recognize the Eagle Scouts that attended the Council Meeting and had each one of them stand up and introduce themselves.  Councilor Otte wanted to let people know about the Relay for Life bake sale that will be going on Sunday at the Porter House.  Councilor Otte also got to shake hands with President Obama that day.  Councilor Struble wanted to compliment the downtown and everyone who put up Christmas decorations.  Councilor Shumate said he was glad to be back.
City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following:  1. New Pool construction continues most of the forms are built and going to have a phone conference about putting in night lights.  2. The Crown Homes are still constructing homes and have all 9 of them framed.  3. The Law Enforcement Center is waiting for inspection.  4. Cooling Tower project had a pre-bid meeting with contractors and the bid openings will be December 16, 2011.  5.  Had a public information meeting concerning the waterline project and had a good turnout of citizens that attended.  The waterline project should start next week.  6. The automated meter reading system is still getting looked into; both part-time meter readers have quit and have somebody in mind to be a full time-temporary meter reader until the new system is installed.  7. North Campus platting and re-zoning request is ready to go to the Planning Commission.  The Attorney General signed a quick claim deed for the Roadside Park.  8. K-14 part 3 is scheduled for 2013 it will be a 75%-25% split with the City being responsible for the 25%.  This was applied for about 5 years ago. 
The Consent Agenda consisted of November 15, 2011 Council Meeting Minutes, November 22, 2011 Special Meeting Minutes, and appropriations 12A.  A motion was made by Councilor Delka and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote yeas: Naasz, Shumate, Otte, Richard, Struble, and Delka.  Nays: None.  

Ordinance 2103 Authorizing Issuance of Revenue Bonds was brought for Council approval.  Ordinance 2103 Authorizing Issuance of Revenue Bonds will be used to finance the cooling tower project at the Power Plant. A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve Ordinance 2103 Authorizing Issuance of Revenue Bonds. Roll call vote yeas: Delka, Struble, Naasz, Otte, Richard, and Shumate.  Nays: None.
Resolution 2011-12 Electric Utility System Revenue Bond was brought for Council approval.  Passing Resolution 2011-12 authorizes the Council to sell revenue bonds for the cooling tower project.  A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve Resolution 2011-12 Electric Utility System Revenue Bond.  Roll call vote yeas: Shumate, Otte, Struble, Delka, Richard, and Naasz.  Nays:  None.
Resolution 2011-13 Street Improvement Project at Deer Creek was brought for Council approval.  Passing Resolution 2011-13 the city agrees to build a street in the Ackerman Subdivision.  The developer agreed to pay for the materials after completion of the project.  A motion was made by Councilor Delka and seconded by Councilor Naasz to pass Resolution 2011-13 Street Improvement Project at Deer Creek.  Roll call vote yeas: Otte, Struble, Delka, Richard, Naasz, and Shumate.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending Council approve the cereal malt beverage license renewals.  The cereal malt beverage licenses would be for the following: Pamela McCormach, dba Casey’s Retail Company (East and West), Joe Kindscher, dba Pump Mart, Michael Shamburg, dba Shamburg Oil, Inc., Arlyn Mead, dba Beloit Bowl, Ana Leon, dba El Puertos, Mitchell County Fair Association, and Solomon Valley Eagles Club.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Otte to approve the cereal malt beverage license renewals. Motion carried 6-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending Council approve the hiring of Bryan Ellis as a patrol officer for the Police Department. A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the hiring of Bryan Ellis as a patrol officer for the Police Department.  Motion carried 6-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending Council approval for the transfer of real estate to the city from Solomon Valley Economic Development.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Delka to approve the transfer of real estate to the city from Solomon Valley Economic Development.  Motion carried 6-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is asking for Council approval to perform maintenance work on the North Substation.  There was two price options that was presented because it is not known how much the project will cost until the work is performed.  Option #1 is at $5,980.00 and option #2 is $15,800.00.  A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Delka to approve maintenance work on the North Substation.  Motion carried 6-0.  Nays: None.
A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Otte to Adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 6-0.  The meeting ended at 7:25 p.m.
