BELOIT CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

September 26, 2011
The Beloit City Council met in a special session on Monday, September 26, 2011 for Approving Ordinance 2100 Enacting Sales Tax Increase.  Mayor Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were James Crowley, Denis Shumate, Tom Naasz, Frank Delka, Bob Richard, Matt Otte, and Rick Brown. Ordinance 2100 Enacting Sales Tax increase was presented to Council for approval.
