BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

January 17, 2012
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on January 17, 2012 in the Council Chambers.  Mayor Rebecca Koster called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Bob Richard, Frank Delka, Matt Otte, Tom Naasz, Denis Shumate, Kent Miller, and Rick Brown.  Also present were, City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  Councilor Pat Struble was absent from the meeting.
Department heads in attendance were Murray McGee, Kendal Francis, Ron Sporleder, Dave Elam, Lynn Miller, Mike Haeffele, and Chris Jones.
Mayor Koster gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Koster wanted to remind people that candidacy for mayor and open council seats have a filing deadline of January 24, 2011 at noon.  Mayor Koster said the open house tour of the Law Enforcement Center was appreciated.  Councilor Otte wanted to remind people that it was time for licensing pets this month.  Councilor Miller wanted to congratulate Rotary on their successful chili soup drive. 
Public Comment:
Tony Salcido addressed the council about the pit bull ordinance and would like this ordinance changed.  Mr. Salcido moved to Beloit about four months ago and owns a pit bull and would like to keep his family pet.

Jim Bell wants the Roadside Park to remain the same and would like development around the park.  Mr. Bell also requested a formal vote from the people so they would have a say in keeping the park or giving the option to sell the property for development.  The council came to the consensus of putting a survey in the utility bill.
Bonnie Steiner asked Council to keep the Roadside Park as it is.

Employee of the Quarter was awarded to the Power Plant, Craig Marcotte, and Loren Chism.  They was awarded employee of the quarter for working 5 weeks straight to generate electricity when the main feed went down.

The Consent Agenda consisted of January 3, 2011 Council Meeting Minutes, and appropriations 1B.  A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Shumate to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote yeas: Otte, Delka, Shumate, Miller, Brown, Richard, and Naasz.  Nays: None.  

Ordinance 2106 KDHE Loan was presented to Council for approval.  Ordinance 2106 completes the loan agreement with KDHE for replacing our current water meters with automated meters. A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Miller to approve Ordinance 2106 KDHE Loan. Roll call vote yeas: Shumate, Naasz, Delka, Richard, Brown, Miller, and Otte. Nays: None.
Resolution 2012-2 2011 GAAP Waiver was presented to Council for approval.  Resolution 2012-2 will allow the city’s 2011 financial audit to be accounted for the cash basis of accounting instead of generally accepted accounting principles.  A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Brown to approve Resolution 2012-2 2011 GAAP Waiver.  Roll call vote yeas: Shumate, Naasz, Delka, Otte, Brown, Miller, and Richard.  Nays: None.
Resolution 2012-3 NMPP Representative Appointments was presented to Council for approval. Resolution 2012-3 would appoint City Administrator Glenn Rodden as the representative on behalf of the City of Beloit for the Nebraska Municipal Power Pool and Director of Electric Operations Ronald Sporleder as the alternate representative on behalf the City of Beloit for the Nebraska Municipal Power Pool.  A motion was made by Councilor Delka and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve Resolution 2012-3.  Roll call vote yeas: Miller, Shumate, Naasz, Delka, Otte, Brown, and Richard. 
Staff is recommending Council approve a 2011 Audit Agreement with Clubine and Rettele in an amount not to exceed $7,650.00 for the 2011 financial audit.  A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Shumate to a 2011 Audit Agreement with Clubine and Rettele in an amount not to exceed $7,650.00 for the 2011 financial audit. Motion carried 7-0.  Nays: None
A motion was made by Councilor Shumate and seconded by Councilor Naasz to go into closed session for non-elected personal with City Administrator Rodden, City Attorney Cheney, and Travis Lattin for a period of ten minutes.  Motion carried 7-0. Time started 7:28 pm and ended 7:38 pm.  No motions or decisions were made during closed session.
A motion was made by Councilor Naasz and seconded by Councilor Delka to Adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 7-0.  The meeting ended at 7:43 p.m.
The work session began at 7:43 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Bob Richard, Frank Delka, Matt Otte, Tom Naasz, Denis Shumate, Kent Miller, and Rick Brown.  Also present were, City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  Councilor Pat Struble was absent from the meeting.

City Attorney Katie Cheney updated Council of the airport project progress. 
City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following: 1. There will be a preconstruction meeting January 16th for the catalytic converter project for the power plant.  2. Waterline project is moving forward.  4. City health insurance premiums with Blue Cross and Blue Shield will be going up again this year.  There will be an employee meeting January 26th at the Municipal building with the Blue Cross Blue Shield representative Charles Krull.
North Campus platting and rezoning was discussed with Council.  The plat and rezone was approved by the Planning Commission January 10th, 2012 with a 3 to 1 vote.  Councilor Shumate shared the history of the Correctional facility and the intent of the Task force for North Campus.  Mayor Koster thanked the Task Force and Planning Commission for their hard work on this project.  The Council came to a consensus to put a survey in the utility bill to see what the public would like do to the Roadside Park.  The platting and rezoning will be brought back to Council as a formal action February 21st Council meeting.
Animal control was discussed with Council since there is a huge problem with animals at large within the city limits.  Code Enforcer Chris Jones informed Council of the problem and would discussed options for the future to help with this issue.  Code Enforcer Chris Jones wants to look into building a pound.
