BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

October 16, 2012
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on October 16, 2012 in the Council Chamber.  Mayor Tom Naasz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Matt Otte, Lloyd Littrell, Frank Delka, Rick Brown, Pat Struble, Robert Petterson, Bob Richard, and Kent Miller.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  
Department heads in attendance were Kendal Francis, Lynn Miller, Ronnie Sporleder, and Mike Haeffele.
Mayor Naasz gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilor Richard commended the Police Department for their hard work on the drug arrests they have been doing.  Councilor Struble said she attended the League of Kansas Municipality conference the last weekend.  Councilor Struble encouraged other council members to attend in the future because the League had great information to help council members better understand their role as a council member.  Councilor Petterson was glad to see two inches of rain.  Councilor Petterson had citizens complaining of the new water meter with no covers.
City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following: 1. The two KDOT grants that were awarded to the city this fall maybe can be combined into one project for next year.  2. The bank stabilization project for the park only received one bid and was overpriced from the engineers estimate and could not accept that bid.  3. The waterline project is now complete.  4. Cooling tower project is almost complete except waiting on some values.  Power plant had to run some last week.  
The Consent Agenda consisted of October 2, 2012 Council Meeting Minutes, and appropriations 10B. A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve the consent agenda in its entirety. Roll call vote yeas: Petterson, Richard, Delka, Struble, Brown, Miller, Otte, and Littrell.  Nays:  None.  
Staff is recommending that Council approve a contract with DCL America Inc. for the amount of $288,707.00.  DCL American Inc was the only bid received for the catalytic converters for the Power Plant project.  The funding for this project will come from revenue bond issued by the city last year.  A motion was made from Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Brown to approve a contract with DCL America Inc. for the amount of $288,707.00.  Motion carried 7-1.  Nays: Littrell.
Staff is recommending that Council approve the hire of Heather Hartman for the Economic Development position.  A motion was made by Councilor Miller and seconded by Councilor Otte to approve the hire of Heather Hartman for the Economic Development position.   Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
 Staff is recommending that Council approve the Chautauqua Isle of Lights Agreement for the 2012 season.  A motion was made by Councilor Brown and seconded by Councilor Littrell to approve the Chautauqua Isle of Lights Agreement for the 2012 season. Motion carried 8-0. Nays: None.

Staff is recommending that Council approve real estate contract for Mike Blass in the amount of $5,715.00, Precision Contracting in the amount of $6,750.00, and Brummer Miller Construction in the amount of $3,375.00.  The real estate is located at the North Campus that has been platted for residential development.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve real estate contract for Mike Blass in the amount of $5,715.00, Precision Contracting in the amount of $6,750.00, and Brummer Miller Construction in the amount of $3,375.00.  Motion carried 7-1.  Nays: Otte.
Staff is recommending that Council accept a proposal from Brad Smith to purchase the North Campus house for $1,000.00.  Mr. Smith will abate the asbestos and move the house of the North Campus property after the first of the year.  A motion was made by Councilor Petterson and seconded by Councilor Miller to accept the proposal from Brad Smith to purchase the North Campus house for $1,000.00.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Delka to go into Closed Session for attorney-Client privileged information for a period of ten minutes.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.  Closed session began at 7:45 pm. And end at 7:55 pm.  No motions or decisions were made in closed session.
A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Littrell to Adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:58 p.m.
