BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

November 20, 2012
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on November 20, 2012 in the Council Chamber.  Mayor Tom Naasz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Kent Miller, Rick Brown, Pat Struble, Robert Petterson, Bob Richard, Frank Delka, Lloyd Littrell, and Matt Otte.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.

Mayor Naasz gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilor Littrell thanked staff for the Christmas party invitation.  Councilor Brown wanted people to know that the Isle of Lights starts tomorrow.  Councilor Struble wanted to wish everybody a Happy Thanksgiving.  Councilor Petterson said the Veterans parade and the VFW meals had a high turnout.

City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following: 1. The AWOS bid came in at $3,150.00 and that is within City Administrators purchasing authority. 2. The bank stabilization project for the park will be completed next Thursday.  3. The salary study and early retirement incentive plan will both be brought back next meeting.
The Consent Agenda consisted of November 6, 2012 Council Meeting Minutes, and appropriations 11B. A motion was made by Councilor Brown and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve the consent agenda in its entirety. Roll call vote yeas: Littrell, Richard, Delka, Struble, Petterson, Brown, Miller, and Otte. Nays:  None.  
Ordinance 2121 was brought to Council for approval.  Ordinance 2121 changes zoning classification from A-3 (Agricultural) to FI (Factory/Industrial) for the parcel of land just south of 424 E Elliott Street.  Mayor Naasz and Councilor Brown left the meeting before discussion and abstained from voting.  A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Delka to approve Ordinance 2121 changes zoning classification A-3 to FI for the parcel of land just south of 424 E Elliott Street.  Motion carried 7-0.  Nays: None.
Ordinance 2122 was brought to Council for approval. Ordinance 2122 changes zoning classification from MP (Mobile Home Park) to R-2 (One-Two Family Residential) for property owned by Brenon and Jamie Odle.  A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Petterson to approve Ordinance 2122 changes zoning classification from MP (Mobile Home Park) to R-2 (One-Two Family Residential) for property owned by Brenon and Jamie Odle.  Roll call vote: Struble, Richard, Littrell, Delka, Otte, Miller, Brown, and Petterson.  Nays: None.
A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Brown to un-table the motion last meeting regarding a letter to send to the Mill Street property owners.  Motion carried 7-1.  Nays: Otte.
Staff is recommending that Council approve sending a letter to property owners that was affected by the April 14, 2012 flooding.  The letter was drafted by the City Attorney with the wishes of the city council stating that the city would not compensate property owners for any damages that occurred during the flood in April. A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve sending a letter to property owner that was affected by the April 14, 2012 flooding.  Roll call vote yeas: Richard, Delka, Struble, Miller, and Naasz.  Nays: Littrell, Petterson, Brown, and Otte.  Motion carried 5-4 with Mayor Naasz breaking the tie.
Staff is recommending that Council approve the contract with CPS to purchase 10 acres of real estate south of CPS from the City of Beloit.  Mayor Naasz and Councilor Brown left the meeting left the meeting before discussion and abstained from voting.  A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the contract with CPS to purchase 10 acres of real estate south of CPS from the City of Beloit.  Motion carried 7-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending that Council approve a contract between the City of Beloit and the Kansas Department of Transportation to combine two grant projects into one project for next year.
