BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

November 6, 2012
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on November 6, 2012 in the Council Chamber.  Council President Matt Otte called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Matt Otte, Frank Delka, Rick Brown, Pat Struble, Robert Petterson, Bob Richard, and Kent Miller.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  Mayor Tom Naasz was absent from the meeting.
Department heads in attendance were Kendal Francis, Lynn Miller, Ronnie Sporleder, Brenon Odle, Heather Hartman, and Mike Haeffele.
Council President Matt Otte gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilor Richard thanked the VFW for hosting the Veterans Day Parade every year.  Councilor Petterson was happy about the Beloit Football team success this year.  Councilor Petterson wanted everybody to know that the VFW will host a breakfast the 3rd Sunday of this month and the Veteran’s Day Parade November 12th at 11:00 am.

City Administrator Glenn Rodden recognized Jessica Rosebaugh with Employee of the Quarter.  Jessica was nominated for employee of the quarter for her hard work and putting in endless hours with the automated meter reading swap the last 3 months.
City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following: 1.The bank stabilization project for the park is getting started.  The city ended up hiring a local contractor to help with the project.  2. The Transportation Department is working on the Business Park Road.  
The Consent Agenda consisted of October 16, 2012 Council Meeting Minutes, and appropriations 11A. A motion was made by Councilor Delka and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the consent agenda in its entirety. Staff is recommending that Council approve the hire of Tony Salcido for the Fire Department.  A motion was made by Councilor Petterson and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve the hire of Tony Salcido for the Fire Department.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending that Council approve the revised land contract with Mike Blass to purchase real estate on the North Campus in the amount of $10,215.00.  A motion was made by Councilor Miller and seconded by Councilor Struble to accept the revised land contract with Mike Blass to purchase real estate on the North Campus in the amount of $10,215.00.  
Motion carried 7-1.  Nays: Otte.
Staff is recommending that Council approve the Radio Bids from Pierce Electronics in the amount of $16,830.76.  A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Brown to accept the Radio Bids from Pierce Electronics in the amount of $16,830.76.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending that Council accept a contract with Brad Smith to purchase the North Campus house for $1,000.00.  Mr. Smith will abate the asbestos and move the house of the North Campus property after the first of the year.  A motion was made by Councilor Delka and seconded by Councilor Miller to accept a contract with Brad Smith to purchase the North Campus house for $1,000.00.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending that Council approve a letter to send to the Mill Street property owners denying property owners compensation for any damages that occurred during the flood in April 2012.  A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Delka to approve the letter to send to the Mill Street property owners.  Roll call vote yeas: Richard, Delka, Struble, and Miller.  Nays: Littrell, Petterson, Brown, and Otte.  Motion did not pass.
A motion was made by Councilor Petterson and seconded by Councilor Otte to table the letter to send to the Mill Street property owners until next meeting.  Motion carried 6-2.  Nays: Struble and Richard.

Staff is recommending that Council approve an engineering agreement with Schwab Eaton Engineering for the City Connecting Links Resurfacing Program Grant from the Kansas Department of Transportation.  The city would have to contribute 25% of the cost for the projects which is approximately $100,000.00 in 2013.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve an engineering agreement with Schwab Eaton Engineering for the City Connecting Links Resurfacing Program Grant from the Kansas Department of Transportation.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending that Council approve a furnace bid submitted by Watts and Son in the amount of $8,950.00.  The bid is for the unit in the council chambers which recently went out and would cost too much to repair.  A motion was made by Councilor Miller and seconded by Councilor Richard to submit for bids so other contractors could have the opportunity to bid on the unit.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Brown to Adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:33 p.m.
The work session began at 7:36 p.m. City Council members in attendance were Pat Struble, Robert Petterson, Frank Delka, Kent Miller, Lloyd Littrell, Matt Otte, Rick Brown and Bob Richard.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  Mayor Tom Naasz was absent from the meeting.

City Administrator Rodden went over a draft of a compensation study with Council.  The study was based on state-wide results surveyed by Austin Peters.
City Administrator Rodden went over a draft of an early retirement incentive program.  The program would allow employees who qualify to retire under KPERS but are not yet 65 years of age.

City Administrator Rodden went over the summary of leases for the North Campus.  Some leases are ready to renew in June 2013.
