BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

December 4, 2012
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on December 4, 2012 in the Council Chamber.  Mayor Tom Naasz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Pat Struble, Kent Miller, Rick Brown, Robert Petterson, Bob Richard, Lloyd Littrell, Matt Otte, and Frank Delka.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  
Department heads in attendance were Kendal Francis, Lynn Miller, Ronnie Sporleder, and Heather Hartman.
Mayor Naasz gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilor Otte commented on how Beloit looks beautiful around Christmas time with the nice decorations.  Councilor Otte read a letter from Harold Heidrick on behalf of the Solomon Valley Transportation requesting that the City contribute $10,000.00.  Councilor Miller thought the Isle of Lights looked really good.  
City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following: 1. The Power Plant is running for the power pool and because a transformer is being worked on.  2.  The continued construction of the walking trail has been started.
The Consent Agenda consisted of November 20, 2012 Council Meeting Minutes, and appropriations 12A. A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the consent agenda in its entirety with an amendment to correct the minutes on page two, second paragraph. Roll call vote yeas: Littrell, Richard, Delka, Struble, Petterson, Brown, Miller, and Otte. Nays:  None.  
Staff is recommending Council approve the cereal malt beverage license renewals.  The cereal malt beverage licenses would be for the following: Pamela McCormach, dba Casey’s Retail Company (East and West), Joe Kindscher, dba Pump Mart, Michael Shamburg, dba Shamburg Oil, Inc., Arlyn Mead, dba Beloit Bowl, Ana Leon, dba El Puertos, Mitchell County Fair Association, and Solomon Valley Eagles Club.  A motion was made by Councilor Petterson and seconded by Councilor Brown to approve the cereal malt beverage license renewals. Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.

Staff is recommending Council approve the Nordic Bid from Kriz-Davis Company in the amount of $6,700.00. The Nordics will be used for the Kohler project and part of the North Campus.  A motion was made by Councilor Littrell and seconded by Councilor Otte to approve the Nordic Bid from Kriz-Davis Company in the amount of $6,700.00.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending Council approve the Conduit Bid from Boettcher Supply in the amount of $6,520.00. The conduit will be used for the Kohler project and part of the North Campus.  A motion was made by Petterson and seconded by Councilor Delka to approve the Conduit Bid from Boettcher Supply in the amount of $6,520.00. Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is requesting Council approve granting the city employees a full day off on Christmas Eve this year.  Christmas Eve falls on a Monday and current policy states that employees work half day on Christmas Eve.  A motion was made by Councilor Delka and seconded by Councilor Miller to approve granting the city employees a full day off on Christmas Eve this year.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending Council approval an Early Retirement Incentive Plan.  The Early Retirement Incentive Plan would be a voluntary plan for current employees who qualify for KPERS, but do not yet qualify for health care coverage under Medicare.  The policy would allow the employee to stay on the city’s health care plan for a period of time that is linked to their number of years of service to the city.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Otte to approve an Early Retirement Incentive Plan.  Motion carried 6-2.  Nays: Littrell and Petterson.
Staff is recommending Council approve the hiring of Barry Schoen for the Fire Department.  A motion was made by Councilor Petterson and seconded by Councilor Struble to approve the hiring of Barry Schoen for the Fire Department.  Motion carried 8-0.  None.
A motion was made by Councilor Brown and seconded by Councilor Petterson to Adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:32 p.m.
