BELOIT CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

May 22, 2012
The Beloit City Council met in a special meeting on May 22, 2012 in the Council Chambers for the purpose of Mill Street Sewer backup.  Mayor Tom Naasz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Rick Brown, Kent Miller, Bob Richard, Frank Delka, Robert Petterson, Pat Struble, Matt Otte, and Lloyd Littrell.  Also present were, City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Department heads in attendance were Murray McGee, and Kendal Francis.
City Administrator Glenn Rodden informed the Council that EMC Insurance was denying the Mill Street Sewer backup claims that effected several homes on that Street.  EMC Insurance sent a letter explaining that the City was not negligent and did not have the insurance to cover the claim.  City Administrator Rodden said the City did have the option of settling claims with the homeowners but would have to charge all the rate payers a higher rate to cover the losses.  The Council came to the consensus of waiting until the next regular meeting to get more information from EMC Insurance.  The Council also wanted to have engineers from Schwab-Eaton assess the claim to see if anything could have been done to prevent the sewer backups.
A motion to adjourn the Council meeting was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Brown.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:51 p.m.
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
