BELOIT CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

June 28, 2012
The Beloit City Council met in a special meeting on June 28, 2012 in the Council Chambers for the purpose of banning fireworks. Ordinance 2112 Prohibiting the sale and use of fireworks was brought to Council for approval.  Ordinance 2112 is similar to Resolution 5-2012 passed by Mitchell County prohibiting the sale and use of fireworks.  Ordinance 2112 allows the City of Beloit’s Police Department to enforce this ordinance within the city limits of Beloit.  A motion was made by Councilor Miller and seconded by Councilor Petterson to approve Ordinance 2112 Prohibiting the sale and use of fireworks.  Roll call vote yeas: Miller, Richard, Brown, Struble, Delka, Otte, Littrell, and Petterson.  Nays: None.
