BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

September 18, 2012
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on September 18, 2012 in the Council Chamber.  Mayor Tom Naasz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were Lloyd Littrell, Frank Delka, Pat Struble, Robert Petterson, Matt Otte, Bob Richard, and Kent Miller.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  Councilor Rick Brown was absent from the meeting.
Department heads in attendance were Lynn Miller, Ronnie Sporleder, Kendal Francis, and Mike Haeffele.
Councilor Miller gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Naasz thought the car show was very nice and had perfect weather for it.  Councilor Otte wanted to invite the public to a candidate forum put on by Leadership Mitchell County.  The candidate forum will be held at the Municipal Building September 30th at 6:00 p.m.  Councilor Struble thought the car show was very good.  Councilor Petterson thanked people for coming to the VFW breakfast and had a great turnout of 550 people show up.
City Attorney Katie Cheney reported that the City will be purchasing the Port Library from the Poindexter Family for $5,000.00.
City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following: 1. Mill Street project is near completion.  2. Community Developer search; the candidates took another job so the search is starting over.  3. Cooling towers have been tested and are fully automated.  4. The automated meter reading project is ongoing.  5.  The bank stabilization project has started they are moving trees and should be done by October 25.  6. There will be a few changes that are going to be made on the contract with Mike Blass mainly due to the sewer system.
The Consent Agenda consisted of September 4, 2012 Council Meeting Minutes, and appropriations 9B. A motion was made by Councilor Delka and seconded by Councilor Petterson to approve the consent agenda in its entirety. Roll call vote yeas: Petterson, Richard, Delka, Struble, Miller, Otte, and Littrell.  Nays:  None.  
Ordinance 2120 No Parking was brought to Council for approval.  Ordinance 2120 would solve a parking and access problem on North Hersey Avenue during football games.  Emergency vehicles are blocked from getting out and the solution is prohibiting parking.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Miller to approve Ordinance 2120 no parking on North Hersey Avenue.  Roll call vote yeas:  Petterson, Struble, Littrell, Delka, Richard, Miller, and Otte.  Nays: None.

Staff is recommending that Council appoint Ronnie Sporleder as Director to fill the term on the Board of Directors of the Kansas Municipal Gas Agency.  A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Struble to appoint Ronnie Sporleder as Director to fill the term on the Board of Directors of the Kansas Municipal Gas Agency.  Motion carried 7-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending that Council approve a Tree Trimming Bid from Paul’s Tree Service in the amount of $26,000.00.  The tree trimming bid would cover all the tree limbs throughout the electrical system.  A motion was made by Councilor Petterson and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve the Tree Trimming Bid from Paul’s Tree Service in the amount of $26,000.00.  Motion carried 5-2.  Nays: Littrell and Otte.
Staff is recommending that Council approve the FAA Grant Agreement for AIP Project Number 3-20-0008-010.  The grant agreement will allow the City to request funds from the FAA up to $84,546.00 for the acquisition of two ground easements.  The city’s cost share is $9,394.00.  A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Delka to approve the FAA Grant Agreement for AIP Project Number 3-20-0008-010.  Motion carried  6-1.  Nays: Otte.
A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Richard to Adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 7-0.  The meeting ended at 7:23 p.m.
