BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

November 18, 2014
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on November 18, 2014 in the Council Chambers. Council President Rick Brown called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Bob Richard, Kent Miller, Rick Brown, Tony Gengler, Matt Otte, and Lloyd Littrell. Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  Absent from the meeting was Mayor Tom Naasz, Councilors Charlene Abell, and Bob Petterson.

Department heads in attendance were Heather Hartman, Chris Jones, and Mike Clark.

Councilor Kent Miller gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilor Miller said he was impressed with the Veterans Day parade.  Councilor Richard thanked the VFW for their impressive work.
City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following: 1. Safe Routes to School was selected for the SRTS grant.  2. Hanna-Keelan will be here November 25th to present the first draft of the comprehensive plan to the Planning Commission.  3. City Christmas party is scheduled for December 20th.  4. Expansion projects: Had the final inspection for Sonic today, Casey East is now leveled. 5. Heather Hartman said there will be a meeting scheduled November 24th at 7:00 at the Municipal Building to discuss application process for the housing/demolition CDBG grant.

Roll call vote yeas: Richard, Gengler, Littrell, Brown, Otte, and Miller.  Nays: None.  

Staff is recommending that Council approve a Mower Bid from Carrico Implement Company in the amount of $12,990.00.  The mower will be for the Parks and Recreation Department.  A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Littrell to approve the Mower Bid from Carrico Implement Company in the amount of $12,990.00. Staff is recommending that Council approve a Coil Replacement/Hail Guard bid from Willow Springs Services, Inc in the amount of $16,280.00.  The bids are to replace 5 coils and put hail guards on the Library HVAC; funding will come from insurance proceeds. The masonry bid is for exterior stone work for the downtown rehabilitation block grant. Staff is recommending that Council approve a Financial Services Agreement with Piper Jaffray and Company.  The financial services agreement with Piper Jaffray and Company is for providing financial services for issuing general obligation bonds and temporary notes.  A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve the Financial Services Agreement with Piper Jaffray and Company.  Roll call vote yeas: Littrell, Richard, Gengler, Otte, Brown, and Miller.  Nays: None.

A motion was made by Councilor Gengler and seconded by Councilor Miller to Adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 6-0.  The meeting ended at 7:40 p.m.
