December 16, 2014
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on December 16, 2014 in the Council Chambers. Mayor Tom Naasz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Bob Richard, Kent Miller, Rick Brown, Tony Gengler, Matt Otte, Lloyd Littrell, Robert Petterson, and Charlene Abell. Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.

Mayor Tom Naasz gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilor Otte was told by Representative Susan Concannon that Beloit was rated the 16th safest city in the state.  Councilor Richard wanted to commend the city crew for helping put up the lights for the Isle of Lights.  Councilor Gengler wanted folks to know that rock crushing is going on around Casey’s East is not Abrams crushing rock.  Councilor Genger had complaints about the street light from St John’s to Court Street being out.
City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following: 1. City Christmas party is scheduled for December 20th.  2. Beloit has been ranked at the 16th safest towns in the state.

A motion was made by Councilor Otte and seconded by Councilor Miller to approve Resolution 2014-21 Advisability on Street Improvements at the North Campus Silver Fox Addition.  Roll call vote yeas: Otte and Miller. Nays: Richard, Gengler, Petterson, Littrell, Abell, and Brown.  

Staff is recommending that Council approve a Boring Machine Bid from PoweRam in the amount of $31,424.00.  The boring machine is for the water distribution to replace a 30 year old machine.  A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Brown to approve the Boring Machine Bid from PoweRam in the amount of $31,424.00.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.

The Cemetery Endowment Committee is recommending putting the cemetery endowment funds into a certificate of deposit at the First National Bank.  The current balance of the cemetery endowment fund is $44,529.33. A motion was made by Councilor Petterson and seconded by Councilor Abell to put the cemetery endowment fund into a certificate of deposit at the First National Bank.  Motion carried 8-0.  Nays: None.
Staff is recommending that Council approve the Real Estate Addendum with Mike Cooper for the Silver Fox Addition.  The addendum was written to resolve legal disputes between the city and Mr. Cooper for installation of infrastructure in the Silver Fox Addition.  A motion was made by Councilor Otte to approve the Real Estate Addendum with Mike Cooper for the Silver Fox Addition.  Motion failed because of a lack of a second.
A motion was made by Councilor Brown and seconded by Councilor Abell to Adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 8-0.  The meeting ended at 7:44 p.m.
