BELOIT CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

June 3, 2014
The Beloit City Council met in regular session on June 3, 2014 in the Council Chamber. Mayor Tom Naasz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were, Bob Richard, Lloyd Littrell, Tony Gengler, Kent Miller, Matt Otte, and Bob Petterson. Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and City Clerk Amanda Lomax.  Absent from the meeting was Council members Rick Brown and Charlene Abell.
Department heads in attendance were Heather Hartman, Ron Sporleder, Dave Elam. 
Mayor Tom Naasz gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilor Otte wanted to know the timelines and priorities for projects in transportation.  Councilor Otte wanted to know if there were updates on the gas lines for the power plant.  City Administrator Glenn Rodden said a meeting has not been set up at this time but expects one in a couple of weeks.  Councilor Otte said the flowers outside the Municipal Building looked nice.  Councilor Miller said the Parks and Recreation did an excellent job did at the cemetery; everything looked really nice.  Councilor Richard said the rock that was put on the roads at the cemetery looked nice and thanked Paul Abram for donating the rock.  
City Administrator Glenn Rodden reported on the following:  1. Gas pipeline will meet at some point in Salina; the gas company is consulting with engineers about the issue.  2. Council Retreat will be next week June 11th and 12th.  3. The director of water and waste-water search committee will meet June 5th at 4:00 p.m. to discuss applicants.  4. Dustin Avery with Piper Jaffray will be here next meeting about refinancing the revenue bonds for the pool.
Police Chief Dave Elam presented a Citizen’s Award to Councilor Kent Miller.

Motion carried 6-0.  Nays: None.  Time started 7:26 p.m. Time ended 7:31 p.m.  No decisions were made in closed session.

A motion was made by Councilor Richard and seconded by Councilor Littrell to Adjourn the Council Meeting.  Motion passed 6-0.  The meeting ended at 7:31 p.m.
