The Beloit City Council met in regular session on November 19, 2013 in the Council Chamber. Mayor Tom Naasz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  City Council members in attendance were, Frank Delka, Bob Richard, Kent Miller, Matt Otte, and Robert Petterson.  Also present were City Administrator Glenn Rodden, City Attorney Katie Cheney, and Deputy City Clerk Jessica Rosebaugh.  Absent from the meeting was Lloyd Littrell.

Department heads in attendance were Lynn Miller, Kendal Francis, Ron Sporleder, Mike Haeffele, Chris Jones and Heather Hartman.

Mayor Tom Naasz gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Tom Naasz and all Council members shared a congratulatory message to both St. John’s and Beloit High Schools on their football season success. Councilors Kent Miller, Bob Richard, and Pat Struble commented on the Christmas lights. Councilor Matt Otte commented on the Holiday Home Tour.

City Administrator Glenn Rodden informed the Council that the letter for the waterline insurance company City of Beloit customers have been receiving in the mail is a legitimate company but isn’t city related. The City Christmas Party has been rescheduled and moved due to scheduling conflicts. It will be held on December 31, 2013 at Plum Creek.  Social hour will begin at 6:00 pm and dinner will be served at 7:00 pm.  City Administrator Rodden reminded the Council that Police Chief interviews were scheduled. 

The Consent Agenda consisted of the November 19, 2013 Council Meeting Minutes and Appropriations 12A.  A motion was made by Councilor Brown and seconded by Councilor Delka to approve the Consent Agenda in its entirety.  Roll call vote yeas:  Delka, Brown, Struble, Miller, Otte, Petterson, and Richard.  Nays: None.

Staff is recommending that Council approve Ordinance: 2134 for an alley vacation in the Baldwin Tract.  A motion was made by Councilor Struble and seconded by Councilor Richard to approve Ordinance: 2134. Roll call vote yeas:  Richard, Delka, Struble, Petterson, Otte, Brown, and Miller. Nays: None. 

Staff is recommending that Council approve the Special Event License for Parks and Recreation/ Post Rock University Class. A motion was made by Councilor Miller and seconded by Councilor Brown to approve the Special Event License.  Motion carried 7-0.  Nays:  None.

City Attorney Katie Cheney reported on the following: 1. The updated personnel policy in regards to the new concealed weapons law and security plans for city buildings should be ready for formal approval by next council meeting.

Department head Ron Sporleder requested the creation of a new secretary position for the Electric Department. After discussion, the council elected to put it on the next agenda. Department head Ron Sporleder also requested the purchase of a new vacuum breaker for the Power Plant at the price of $25,805.00. 

Code Enforcement Officer Chris Jones reviewed chapters 4(Buildings and Construction), 5 (Elections) and 6 (Fire Protection) of the preliminary draft for changes needed in the city code(s) for code codification process.  City Attorney Cheney will record changes to be made and will draft an ordinance to approve all changes made during the codification process for council approval.
